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Abstract. The article deals with the problem of social and emotional development of preschool
children. One of the components of SOE is the formation of emotional and evaluative expressions of
preschool children that denote emotions and feelings, person's inner experiences, moral qualities.
The issue of enriching children's speech with emotional and evaluative vocabulary requires further
development, since the available methodological recommendations are fragmentary. Methods and
techniques aimed at developing the ability to use the vocabulary of emotional evaluation in the
practice of verbal communication with adults and peers have not been studied. There is a
contradiction between the psychological prerequisites that determine the ability of older preschoolers
to learn emotional and evaluative vocabulary, the recognition of the need for its formation for
children's SOE on the one hand, and the insufficient development of the methodological aspect of this
issue on the other hand.

Key words: social and emotional education of preschoolers, emotional and evaluative
expressions, preschool children, emotional sphere of personality.

Introduction.

Dictionary work occupies one of the leading places in the system tasks for the
speech development of preschoolers, since the word itself provides the content of
communication. The situational personal communication develops in the older
preschool age. This type of communication is characterized by a special content,
motives and tasks that can be solved by different means. A significant place among
them is occupied by emotional and evaluative expressions that indicate emotions and
feelings, inner experiences of a person, moral qualities. Formation of emotional and
evaluative vocabulary is an important condition of social and emotional education of
preschool children.

Scientists note that emotions and feelings (L. Bozhovich, L. Vygotskyi,
O. Zaporozhets, O. Leontiev, Y. Neverovych), a child's ideas about himself and others
(T. Alekseykova, E. Panko, T. Repina, O. Smirnova) develop intensively in the
preschool age. Verbal designations of emotions are necessary for a person to be aware
of his own emotional experiences (L. Vygotskyi, O. Luk, S. Rubinstein,
Ya. Reykovskii, P. Jacobson and others).

Researchers of children's speech (O. Gvozdev, V. Kharchenko, M. Yashchenko),
neuropsychologists (V. Eremeyeva, P. Khrizman) and psychologists (I. Brezerton, D.
Bigley, M. Lisina) note the early emergence of emotional evaluation words in
children's speech. However, the issue of enriching preschool children's speech with
emotional and evaluative expressions is not specifically studied. Only some features of
the development of emotional and evaluative vocabulary of preschoolers, methods and
techniques of its formation are revealed (L. Kolunova, A. Lavrentieva, E. Strunina).
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The presence of emotional evaluation words in fiction is analyzed (L. Kolunova,
Yashina).

The need to enrich the speech of preschool children with emotional and evaluative
vocabulary is confirmed by the results of a survey of educators, students — future
specialists in preschool education, who emphasize the importance of this vocabulary
for the emotional development of a child. At the same time, the analysis of the speech
of preschoolers and surrounding adults, native speakers, demonstrates the poverty of
their emotional and evaluative vocabulary, the predominance of general evaluative
vocabulary.

Basic text.

For the first time, the problem of enriching children's speech with emotional and
evaluative vocabulary is highlighted in the studies of M. Alekseeva and V. Yashina.
They consider the mastery of emotional and evaluative vocabulary as a condition for
the formation of a socially active personality of older preschoolers. The importance of
mastering this vocabulary in unity with the social and emotional education of the child,
intensive accumulation of children's behavior experience, and the improvement of their
social contacts with others is emphasized [5].

O. Zaporozhets [1,2] notes that shifts in the emotional sphere occur during the
transition from early to preschool age in connection with the development of the child's
relationships with the surrounding people, and changes in the nature of his activities.
This is manifested in the emergence of special forms of empathy, sympathy for the
actions and states of another person. Anticipatory emotional experiences appear,
predicting the consequences of the performed actions, which lead to changes in the
structure of emotional processes.

In the younger preschool age, the child's moral evaluations are determined by the
general emotional attitude to the subject or phenomenon (and this is not always the
basis for an adequate assessment). At the age of 4-5 years the substantiation of the
moral assessment and classification of an act as good or bad begins to be based on
insight into the relationships between people. That is, the moral assessment of actions
becomes deeper and more adequate [3].

In order for the feeling to turn into a stable mental phenomenon, a certain
psychological situation must appear. In the course of the situation, an emotional
attitude towards the phenomena, a feeling that has never been experienced by a person
before, is formed. New feelings may arise under the influence of the following
situations:

e as a result of direct and indirect perception and awareness of other people's

behavior;
e as a result of "empathizing" with the feelings of other people depicted in art
(literature, painting, music, sculpture);

¢ with an interest in the facts of social life and relationships between people;

e as a result of the direct action of surrounding people (adults, peers, the entire
team) [4].

The development of a child's feelings also depends on the means and methods of
upbringing, living conditions (microclimate in the family, in preschool education
institutions); on the peculiarities of relationships with adults. The feelings of a
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preschool child can be expressed in relation to himself (a sense of self-worth,
confidence, despair), to other people (anger, sympathy, friendship); to the team (a sense
of collectivism). Definitions of emotional and evaluative vocabulary are specified by
highlighting the following groups of words:

» words that reveal feelings that are experienced by the individual himself. These
are words that denote feelings, emotions, mood: disgust, love, hatred, anger,
sadness;

» evaluation words that qualify a thing, object, or phenomenon from either a
positive or a negative side with all its lexical composition: good, evil, terrible,
scary, cute;

» words in which the emotional attitude is expressed not lexically, but
grammatically, i.e. by suffixes of emotional evaluation: granny, babykin, auntie
[6].

Thus, emotional and evaluative vocabulary verbalizes the inner world of a person.

It helps a person to reveal his emotions, feelings, assessments. It includes the following
word groups:

» words that name emotions and feelings (love, joy, anger);

» words, the emotional significance of which is added by suffixes of emotional
evaluation (doggy);

» evaluation words that qualify the subject and phenomenon from a positive or
negative side (good, evil, fine, clever);

» words that characterize the ethical qualities of a person (honest, conscientious,
fair), because they contain a social assessment of the subject from a positive or
negative side.

The work of N. Sikarchuk [5], which studies the peculiarities of verbalization of
emotional states by preschoolers, is relevant to our research. It describes possible
methods and techniques for the formation of an emotional dictionary: conversations
about emotional states, studies-exercises to reveal certain emotions using facial
expressions and pantomime, drawing of various emotional experiences to the music,
reading fiction, viewing reproductions of paintings, etc. The author highlights some
features of the vocabulary formation denoting emotions and feelings in the developed
methodical recommendations. Other categories of emotional and evaluative
vocabulary are not considered.

In children's awareness of their emotional state, certain stages can also be
outlined: from understanding and generalizing the situation in which the emotion arose,
through relationships with other people and understanding one's behavior in this
situation, to experiencing one's feeling. The need to use emotional and evaluative
vocabulary arises in many types of preschoolers' activities, namely:

*necessary for successful personal communication with both adults and peers.
Mastering emotional and evaluative vocabulary should not be an end in itself. It should
be a means of developing other skills and abilities, a means of personality development.
Communication can occur most effectively through the verbalization of inner feelings;

e artistic activity necessarily includes an evaluation stage, when children are
invited to evaluate their own works and those of their peers and to motivate their
evaluation;

* evaluative expressions appear in children's games (plot-role-playing games,
building and constructive games, dramatic performances, didactic games); Children are
free to express their emotions precisely in communication with their peers, in a joint
game with them. Children's independent games are of great importance for the
development of the vocabulary necessary for relationships. Those games that
contribute to the formation of children's ability to notice and verbally identify the state,
mood of others, peculiarities of their behavior and relationships: cheerful, sad, angry,
helps;

*in labor activity, not only children's work is evaluated, but also the moral
evaluation of adults' work is carried out — care for people. Personal qualities are formed
in labor, the verbal designations of which are part of the emotional and evaluative
vocabulary.

Emotional and evaluative vocabulary serves as a means of verbalizing emotions.
Speech reflects the emotions that people experience most often, the most frequent and
persistent feelings, but they do not exhaust the entire emotional palette of a person. The
analysis of the scientific literature makes it possible to determine the following ways
of enriching children's speech with emotional and evaluative vocabulary:

¢ the most important role in this process should be played by the definition of an
indicative dictionary — a minimum containing vocabulary necessary to identify
attitudes towards moral values, mastering moral norms and ways to implement these
norms;

¢ integrated use of social and emotional education methods;

e organization of verbal communication between an adult and children in the
process of household activities, everyday life and management of peers'
communication with each other;

¢ use of fiction. One of'its features is the reflection of human relationships, ethical
norms of behavior, and personal values.

In accordance with the research objectives, the following language material is
selected: words denoting emotions and feelings: joy, sadness, fear, surprise, love;
words denoting ethical concepts: courage — timidity, accuracy, kindness, politeness,
diligence, honesty — deceit, cunning, greed — generosity; words that qualify an object
or phenomenon from a positive or negative point of view: cute, beautiful, well done,
smart, sloppy.

The process of forming emotional and evaluative expressions of preschoolers is
carried out taking into account the psychological structure of the word, its semantic
structure, and the patterns of children's vocabulary development:

e the stage of creating an emotional and positive atmosphere in the group,
forming preschoolers' interest in personal communication, focusing children's attention
on emotional and evaluative vocabulary.

e the stage of enriching children's speech with emotional and evaluative
vocabulary based on the formation of generalized ideas about emotions, feelings,
establishing the relationship of emotional assessment words with other lexical units of
speech (thematic, synonymous, antonymic connections).

¢ the stage of activation of emotional and evaluative vocabulary in children's
speech, formation of the ability to use it to solve various communicative tasks.
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At the first stage, the following tasks are solved: development of positive
emotional relationships of children with peers and adults; promoting children's desire
to communicate on personal topics; attracting children's attention to emotional and
evaluative vocabulary. The following factors contributed to the creation of the
favorable atmosphere for personal communication, emotional and positive
relationships between children and adults, and the formation of preschoolers' ability to
focus on the interests and emotional state of their peers:

e organization of friendly communication between the teacher and the child. The
teacher establishes partnership relations with children, plays with them, does not ignore
children's questions, answers them meaningfully, is interested in household chores,
mood, etc.;

e prevention of conflicts in children's relationships in games, everyday
communication;

e conducting games and exercises that foster a humane attitude towards peers,
aimed at forming the ability to see and perceive other children, their movements,
actions, words, emphasize good qualities in another child, the desire to do something
pleasant for friends.

At the second stage, the following tasks are set: to clarify the meaning of words
on the basis of the formation of generalized ideas about the reasons and ways of
revealing emotions, feelings, and the peculiarities of the manifestation of ethical
qualities; to develop the ability to notice emotional and evaluative vocabulary in
speech, works of fiction, to explain its meaning; to expand the semantic connections of
emotional evaluation words with other lexical units of speech.

The third stage involves the activation of emotional and evaluative vocabulary,
the formation of the ability to use it to solve various communicative tasks. The
implementation of the proposed tasks is carried out in various activities (games, work),
in everyday communication. Tasks aimed at the use of emotional and evaluative
vocabulary in coherent speech are prioritized at this stage: composing sentences, stories
and fairy tales with emotional evaluation words; evaluative opinions about children's
drawings and handicrafts, analysis of musical compositions; a description of one's
emotional experiences.

Conclusion.

The formation of emotional and evaluative expressions of older preschool
children is an important component of their social and emotional education. Mastering
the words of emotional evaluation acts as a means of awareness and development of
one's own emotions and feelings, forming ideas about ethical qualities, establishing
social contacts with other people. This vocabulary is necessary for the child's
involvement in the world of human values, the implementation of various types of
activities (work, play, educational), the development of communication with adults and
peers.

The accuracy of preschool children's use of emotional and evaluative expressions
depends on the level of generalization of the formed concepts. Children of older
preschool age do not always have the experience of many emotions and feelings. This
factor makes it difficult to learn words of emotional evaluation. The development of
ideas about emotions and feelings is facilitated by: demonstration of the reasons for
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their occurrence, features of external appearance in various situations (with the help of
facial expressions, pantomime, expressive capabilities of the voice), actualization of
personal positive emotional experiences in the process of communication.

A special role in the process of enriching children's speech with emotional and
evaluative vocabulary belongs to works of art (fiction, music, fine art). They influence
the development of the emotional sphere, the emergence of many emotions and
feelings, and the enrichment of ideas about ethical qualities. In the process of their
perception, not only certain emotions and feelings arise, but also the need to use
emotional and evaluative vocabulary to express one's attitude towards them appears.

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Abstract. The work examines the quality of specialist training as the most important component
of the multidimensional system characteristics of the quality of modern professional education. The
indicators of the quality of a graduate of technical specialties of higher education institutions are
considered, among which professional competence is highlighted. An overview of the aspects of
professional competence is offered. The competence approach is declared as one of the important
conceptual provisions of education. It is determined that in the course of studying the subject
"Foreign language" the main place is occupied by the implementation of practical goals, which
consists in the formation of communicative competence. The definition of competence and
competency is given. The concept of ‘“‘communicative competence” is quite capacious and
multifaceted. It contains a number of other competencies, which include: linguistic (language),
sociolinguistic, sociocultural, educational, discursive and compensatory competencies. It is
concluded that the training of non-philological profile students of higher education institutions in the
sphere of foreign language professional communication contributes to the formation of professional
competence of specialists. The purpose of professional training is the formation of creative
development potential, improvement of personality and professional competences in the future.

Key words: professional communicative competence, non-philological profile higher
educational institution, competence approach, foreign language, factors of formation of readiness
for foreign language communication.
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Abstract. The aim of the article is to analyze the development of professional qualities of
teachers in the context of innovative changes. The article provides statistical information on the
functioning of the general secondary education system in Ukraine. The authors emphasize that the
educational process has not stopped despite the objective difficulties in society like 2 years of Covid-
19 and 9 years of Russian aggression. Education and upbringing of children remains an important
priority of state policy. Teachers have been and remain an important driving force. Teachers are
consistently and persistently improving the forms and methods of training and raising the children.
The authors support innovative approaches in the work of teachers and outline important areas for
further development of their professional competencies in modern conditions.

Keywords: teacher, soft skills, professional competencies, innovative approaches.

Introduction.

For 10 years in a row, the following questions dominated the minds of students
and young teachers: "How do I become a successful teacher?", "How do I prepare
myself for the numerous tasks that a teacher faces?", "What are the leading professional
and personal qualities that a teacher must have?", "How do I carry the high title of
teacher through my life?".

Today, the situation has changed dramatically. Innovative processes in society
over the past 10 years (the Internet, global social media platforms Facebook,
WhatsApp, Viber, microblogs Twitter, YouTube, Linkedln, Instagram, Tik-Tok,
Telegram Chanel, etc.) have significantly expanded the communication capabilities of
people around the globe, which makes us think about a number of educational issues.
Among them are: "What should a modern teacher be like to meet the needs of students
who would be willing to attend school?", "Is a teacher even needed in the education
system?". After all, in a matter of seconds, a child of about 6 years old can find any
information using Google's very broad capabilities without having to ask a teacher for
help. On the other hand, according to statistics, in almost all countries of the world,
this is one of the professions that remains low-paid.

In addition, it is well known that not only talented school graduates choose the
profession of a teacher. As a motivational factor, material satisfaction from work
continues to dominate in most societies. The vast majority of school graduates dream
of becoming lawyers, economists, and businessmen. No one wants to talk about the
teaching profession. Places in pedagogical universities are taken by young people
because of the desperation and the situation on the labor market in their lives. There
are also capable young men and women who enjoy this type of activity - teaching and
raising children - but unfortunately, there are very few of them today.
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Presentation of the main material.

Thus, it is clear that it is not difficult to become a teacher; you just need to get a
pedagogical education. In modern conditions, this is not difficult to do. It is not easy to
become a teacher with a capital T. One has to undergo serious tests of practical
teaching. It takes a lot of effort to get there. Some people become teachers when they
are young, others are with time, some of them do not become teachers at all. Colleagues
in the educational environment say about the latter: "this craft did not suit him...". The
issue of teachers' professional and personal qualities has become especially relevant in
times of emergency and ambiguity, fluid changes, and diverse innovations that
characterize modern conditions.

But this has been with people for generations, so it is worth returning to the lessons
of the history of the formation and development of education. Many scholarly works
have been written about the qualities of a teacher, the requirements for his or her work,
and the place in society since the Enlightenment. Let's turn to the ideas of one of the
founders of pedagogy as a science, J.A. Comenius (1657), who became famous for his
works, especially "The Great Didactics".

J. Comenius was one of the first to call this profession "the most honorable under
the sun". In his opinion, the population should treat teachers with respect. But on the
other hand, teachers themselves should contribute to this, and he sets extremely high
standards for them. Comenius formulated a new view of the teacher: "Let the best of
men be teachers..."

In many of his works, Comenius formulated a number of requirements for a
teacher. A teacher should be honest, persistent, hardworking, religious, and a model of
virtue. The teacher's greatest concern is to inspire children by example. They should
love their students and treat them like a parent. He should be not only a leader for them,
but also a friend and guardian in all that is good.

Comenius sets high standards for a teacher's education. He should be a living
library for students. "An ignorant teacher is a cloud without rain, a lamp without light,
a spring without water, a body without a soul" [3].

Comenius sets a threefold task for the teacher: that he/she should be able, able and
willing to teach, i.e. 1) that he/she should know what he/she should teach; 2) that he/she
should be able to teach others what he/she knows (i.e. be a didactic and able to be
patient); 3) that he/she should want to teach others what he/she knows and can do, and
dream of raising others to the light.

Comenius wrote: "Human nature is free and loves good will. Grouchy teachers,
those who are overbearing and use beatings, are enemies of human nature; they seem
to be designed to stifle and destroy abilities, not to elevate and ennoble. This also
includes dull and barren dogmatists who teach only dry precepts, without entertaining
their students for the sake of engaging them in the work; they make them either
grumbling boredom or inert people like themselves." [3]

At the beginning of the twentieth century, the work of the Polish educator-
innovator Janusz Korczak "How to Love a Child" (1920) was published [4]. Every
word of this work radiates love for children. The main idea of Korczak's pedagogy is
respect for the child, for his or her thoughts and desires, and the realization that all
children are different and have the right to choose. The thoughtful psychologist reveals
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the motives of children's experiences and actions, explains the complex processes of
personality formation. The book does not contain dogmatic orders and strict
recommendations but it does answer the questions that all parents ask themselves: what
it means to love a child and how to do it.

The pedagogical ideas of the Italian psychologist Maria Montessori (1929) are
recognized worldwide [5]. Her method of working with elementary school students
requires constant extreme effort on the part of the school teacher, his or her
understanding of the child's psychology and the ability to find an individual approach.
A Montessori teacher does not do anything for the child but helps them achieve
everything on their own. This is how a child learns independence and the ability to take
responsibility for his or her actions. The teacher observes a lot, he behaves like a
researcher.

In the second half of the twentieth century the ideas of the Ukrainian educator
Vasyl Sukhomlynsky (1969) became populare. In his life's work "I Give My Heart to
Children", he expressed ideas that remain relevant today: "The programs in all schools
are the same, the textbooks are the same but the schools are different because the
teachers are different." "A school is first and foremost a teacher. The teacher's
personality is the cornerstone of education." "A teacher prepares for a good lesson all
his or her life." There should be no unhappy children in our schools, whose souls are
depressed by the thought that they are not capable of anything. Success in learning is
the only source of a child's inner strength, which generates energy to overcome
difficulties and the desire to learn. The great educational power of a school is born
where a person who is just opening up to life has a favorite teacher. The word is the
most delicate touch to the heart; it can become a delicate fragrant flower, living water
that restores faith in goodness, a sharp knife, hot iron, and dirt... A wise and kind word
gives joy, a foolish and evil word, a thoughtless and tactless word, brings trouble. The
word can kill and revive, wound and heal, sow anxiety and hopelessness and
spiritualize, dispel doubt and upset, cause smiles and tears, give rise to faith in a person
and sow disbelief, inspire to work and shackle the strength of the soul" [9].

The 1deas of the classics of world pedagogy do not lose their power, energy and
relevance. While reading them again we are wondering why teachers in modern
schools forget about these basic truths and sometimes simply ignore them under the
guise of globalization changes, including modern views on education.

Thirty years of experience in training and professional development of teachers,
including lectures, workshops, trainings, and systematic research observations of
students and graduates of pedagogical universities, leads to reflections on the question
of what qualities and in what life situations should dominate a teacher so that
pedagogical influence is highly effective, on the one hand, and makes them successful
and happy, on the other.

Of course, there are students and young teachers who are extremely capable and
also talented. As a rule, they impress with their literacy and communication skills,
mannerisms and external attractiveness, diplomatic tolerance and conflict-free attitude,
ability to attract both colleagues and children, etc. But today, unfortunately, there are
very, very few such examples. Educational practice shows that most often such
teachers are attracted to private educational institutions, including those abroad, where
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the level of salary is much higher. Such institutions also require a high level of personal
and professional performance but teachers are fully aware of this and are able to
successfully realize their abilities. Suffice it to give an example of the winner of the
national competition "Teacher of the Year 2016" Violetta Makedon, who received the
honorary title of Honored Teacher of Ukraine and left the country to work in the UK.

Research results and discussion

Today, in the system of public educational institutions, management is forced to
work with all those who come to receive pedagogical education or with those who
already have it and are striving to improve their level of professionalism.

It should be noted that teaching teams have honorably withstood the difficulties
in providing educational services during the global pandemic of 2020 and 2021. In a
short time, the subjects of the educational process (teachers and students) have
successfully mastered the innovative form of distance learning. Nowadays, almost all
participants in the educational process are confident in their communication skills
using communication platforms such as Zoom, Teams, Google Meet, Skype, etc.

An analysis of recent statistics shows that at the beginning of the 2021/22 school
year, there were 13,991 general secondary education institutions in Ukraine with
4,230,358 students and 434,755 teachers. Compared to the 2020/21 school year, the
number of teachers decreased by 3,226 employees. In 2020, there were 437,981 of
them [2].

The quantitative indicators of teachers were significantly affected by Russian
aggression. However, after 9 months, Ukrainian society became convinced that
teachers reliably hold the educational front and, despite objective difficulties, continue
to teach and educate children in all available forms and methods. As of October 25,
2022, 3 million 929 thousand 885 students are enrolled in general secondary education
institutions:

- 790 thousand 646 full-time students;
- 2 million 237 thousand 986 students studying remotely;
- mixed - 901 thousand 253.

In addition, 25,380 inclusive classes have been opened in general education
institutions, where 35,039 students with special educational needs receive education.

At present, 164,412 students from among internally displaced persons and 98,197
students from the temporarily occupied territories receive educational services in
functioning schools.

Education takes place in 12,916 schools:

- 3,083 1n the traditional format;
- 6,330 1n online mode;
- 3,503 are mixed [6].

The Minister of Education and Science Serhiy Shkarlet said on the air of the
telethon "United News" that unfortunately 22 thousand Ukrainian teachers remain
abroad, while four months ago the number reached 30 thousand. This is a comforting
situation. If a community decides that schools are offline, teachers should return. If the
region is unsafe and the work of the institutions is in online mode, the teacher can
continue to teach from abroad" [11], said Serhiy Shkarlet.

The minister said that the regime of the educational process will depend on the
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security situation in each territorial community, the availability of shelters in
educational institutions and the possibility of accommodating participants in the
educational process, which will be reflected in the relevant act based on the results of
special inspections.

"According to the latest data, the number of students enrolled in full-time and
mixed classes is increasing. In particular, more than 167.5 thousand students have
joined the traditional format, and more than 278 thousand - the mixed format" [11], -
said the Minister of Education and Science Serhiy Shkarlet.

The process of professional development of teachers also continues to work. The
central and regional postgraduate education institutions are trying to expand the range
of educational services for all categories of teachers in the context of war. In order to
ensure the quality implementation of the New Ukrainian School educational reform,
the certification of teachers continues. This year, the Ministry of Education and Science
of Ukraine is expanding certification to other categories of teachers by piloting
procedures for teachers of basic secondary education - language, literature and
mathematics.

Thus, in accordance with the Order of the Ministry of Education and Science, in
2023, not only primary school teachers (no more than 1500) will be able to participate
in the certification, but also 500 teachers of mathematics and Ukrainian language and
literature, who ensure the implementation of the new State Standard in the first cycle
of basic general secondary education [8]. It should be noted that according to the
Regulation on the Certification of Teachers, teachers participate in the certification
exclusively on a voluntary basis.

The war has not stopped the activity of university teaching staff either. Teachers
are constantly thinking: who is a teacher in 2023? What is his task and what should he
be like in order to educate intelligent, self-sufficient patriotic students who will find
their place in society?

To answer this question, we need to recall the well-known truths on which the
success of a teacher is based. First of all, it is necessary to master the deep theoretical
foundations that form the basis of professional competencies (knowledge of the world
and national history of pedagogy, general pedagogy, the basics of child, age, and
educational psychology). Secondly, it is necessary to adhere to the methodological
principles of providing educational services and professionally master the didactic
applied foundations of pedagogy (knowledge of advanced foreign and domestic
methods of teaching and upbringing). Thirdly, it is necessary to systematically form
and improve one's personal traits: perseverance, curiosity, sociability, internal
discipline, tolerance, pedagogical culture, love for children, patience, empathy, etc.
These three components make a person a teacher who achieves success in life.

At the same time, in order to keep up with innovations, educators today need to
address the main goal that a teacher needs to achieve in the future of working with
children.

It is advisable, in our opinion, to focus on the rather predictive recommendations
of world scientists, which were announced at the World Economic Forum in Davos
(2020). Once again, attention is focused on the list of the top 10 skills of the future that
people will need to work in the coming years. This means that children need to develop
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them now to become successful students and employees in the future. These are
nothing more than social skills or soft skills. They are essentially universal non-
professional qualities that help us interact with each other in a team, regardless of the
field of activity.

TOP-10 skills for a child that a modern teacher should teach him or her

» active learning;

» analytical thinking;

» solving complex problems;

» critical thinking and analysis;

» creativity, originality, initiative;

» leadership and social impact;

» utilization and monitoring;

» technology creation and monitoring;

» use of technology and programming;

» logical argumentation, problem solving and idea formation [10].

To develop these skills in students, teachers need to radically revise their
approaches to the educational process. For example, in order to develop critical
thinking, a teacher should help a child not only memorize the material but also be able
to form their own independent point of view on the problem at hand. To do this, initiate
a dialog and discussion with the student, ask the child to argue his or her position
without judging the student but encouraging him or her to have his or her own opinion.
The key thesis here is that there are no wrong opinions or answers. Only silence and
passivity in the classroom are wrong.

But in order for a teacher to succeed in teaching children and compete with the
Internet, he or she must work hard, master new educational technologies, and have soft
skills. In our opinion, it will be useful to study the English experience of the Road Map.
In pedagogical language, it is translated as a map of teacher competencies. It is a way
to visually represent the strategy of where you are moving from and where you want
to go.

It is nothing more than your educational route in the form of a road with point
"A", where you are now, and point "B", the end point of the road, the result, the kind
of teacher you want to become tomorrow. There should be key stops on the road that
will lead you to the desired result. That is, with each stop you will improve your
qualifications. First of all, improvement is personal.

In our opinion, the non-standard opinion of S. Okhremenko [7] is correct, as he
suggests that the main stopping points on your roadmap of your professional
competence can be stories and materials about:

- mentoring (a relationship between a teacher and a student, when a more
experienced person helps a less experienced person to gain a certain competence. This
approach has proven to be quite effective. In the case of schooling, a mentor teacher
should make every effort to unlock the child's potential and help him or her grow
personally;)

- emotional intelligence (the ability to cope with one's own and other people's
emotions: to accurately understand, evaluate and express them. A lot of information
remains beyond words: in actions, gestures, facial expressions, emotions);
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- ability to organize teamwork (Successful work is not about taking the game to
yourself but about working in synergy with the team. The strength of the team lies in
the right combination of skills, perspectives...)

- the ability to organize interaction with children (the process of communication
itself and its potential for educational impact on students deserves special attention);
project work skills (students apply knowledge to solve real-world problems; the level
of student responsibility for the work performed increases; teachers act as coaches and
facilitators of research, conduct reflections; students often work in pairs or groups);

- and other necessary materials at your discretion.

Summary and conclusions.

Today, the new realities and challenges of life require teachers to take a
completely new approach to the child. To do this, teachers have to move to a new
paradigm of organizing the educational process but without forgetting the practical
experience that has been formed and developed over the long history of social relations.
The newest conditions of education and upbringing are very specific. They are
characterized by globalism, high information content, physical and psychological
overload, emotional stress, and uncertainty in the future. But in these conditions, we
cannot continue to "stamp out" children who are incapable of independent activity as
well as those children who do not fit into the framework of the educational system will
be independent. It is the teachers who have withstood all the difficulties on their way
who will be able to change it objectively and in a timely manner, starting to change
themselves, develop and improve their professional competencies. This 1s a great
responsibility but it will also have great rewards: children are the future of our society,
and the way we raise them will determine what our tomorrow will be like.

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Abstract. Introduction. In modern conditions of modernization of the educational process in
university education, with the predominance of distance learning methods and the active use of
electronic media, there is a great risk of increasing psycho-emotional stress among students.
Therefore, it is relevant to take into account their psycho-emotional status during the pedagogical
process.

The aim is evaluation the psychofunctional state of students by the method of gas-discharge
photography of the fingers with the express method of computer analysis of the obtained images.

The results. The data demonstrate a statistically significant difference in the indicators of the
corona area between the group of students without defects in the corona and the group with loss of
streamers, as a sign of emotional imbalance. The absence of statistically significant differences
between the indicators of the brightness of the crown glow between the comparative groups indicates
their homogeneity in terms of the type of glow, that is, the physical condition of the persons, without
signs of intoxication and diseases with significant dystrophic processes in the tissues.

Conclusions. There is a correlation between the signs of emotional imbalance according to the
results of the psychological and GR-photographic research methods used. GR-photographic
examination of the fingers allows you to reveal a hidden emotional imbalance or a tendency to its
development, as well as restraint and self-control.

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THE STUDY OF FOREIGN LANGUAGES
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Abstract. In the article the author analyzes interactive technologies, considers them to be
effective methods in motivating students to study foreign languages in a higher education institution.
According to the author, these technologies meet the modern requirements, which are set before the
High School for training specialists. Namely, they promote the development of creative abilities and
logical thinking, integrate the knowledge gained during the educational process and engage the
students in solving specific, vital problems.

Keywords: educational technologies, educational process, interactive, learning, motivation,
teaching methods.

Introduction. In the modern educational process, it is natural to intensify foreign
language learning with the help of cognitive-communicative forms and methods of
learning, which allows students to choose the most effective and modern technologies
(Zhernova, 2018; Alexa, 2020). The information load, large amounts of learning
material, the need to update their skills all the time require the use of the most effective
teaching methods in the shortest possible time. An important indicator of foreign
language learning, which gives us technology from cognitive linguistics, is the ability
to provide deep knowledge, to intensify the mastery of new material memorization
directly in the course of practical lessons. In today's globalized world, many people use
languages of international communication (English, Spanish, Chinese etc.), language
becomes a means of intercultural and business communication, and i1t allows
communicating to people who come from different countries, facilitates their
interaction during work and study (Malik, 2016). Interactive technique is one of the
modern methods to intensify foreign language learning. Despite its importance foreign
language learning should be comprehensive, it is worthwhile to produce
comprehensive approaches to foreign language learning with the involvement of
interactive technologies.

The research is aimed at establishing the results of the pedagogical experiment to
increase motivation in learning foreign languages by students of Eastern European
HEIs through the active involvement of interactive technologies and the attitude of
participants in the educational process to informatization of learning. This goal
envisaged the solution of several tasks: to establish the feasibility of using online social
services, video and audio content, online learning platforms, new technologies in
pedagogical activities as components of the interactive field of foreign language
learning; to determine the assessment of the participants of the educational process on
the involvement of a set of interactive learning tools to increase motivation.
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Main text. The object of the study are students of Sumy National Agrarian
University, who studied a foreign (English) language using interactive technologies
during the academic year in 2021. The total number of respondents was 74 students
who studied at the first (bachelor) level of higher education. All students were divided
into 3 groups. The questionnaire, which was conducted at the final stage, contained a
block of questions of closed type, they were preceded by consultations with the
moderator.

The survey was devoted to the attitude of students to learning platforms, software
and social networks, which were involved in the learning process in order to increase
motivation to learn a foreign language. The problem of accessibility of the Internet
resource was also considered. The experiment consisted of 3 stages: the first was
organizational work on methodological and educational materials, consultations of
teachers and students, the second stage was introduced by interactive technology as a
significant part of the study of a foreign language, the final stage was determined by
the effectiveness of interactive technology and the level of increasing motivation for
learning foreign languages using interactive technology.

Current research examines the development and possibilities of using interactive
technologies and their impact on increasing motivation in the learning process (Huidu,
2018). Social services and their influence on the organization and quality of students'
learning are considered (Kostikova et al., 2019); the activation of virtual universities'
positions in foreign language learning is investigated.

In today's educational process, learning foreign languages through interactive
technologies is natural, it allows students to choose, master, and use with benefit the
most effective and modern technologies (Zhernova, 2018). Many researchers have also
focused on the difficulties that reduce students' motivation to learn languages, among
them the heavy information load, the significant amount of learning material, the need
to update and improve digital literacy all the time (Tawafak et al. 2018). It is in this
context that the intensification of university education learning systems (Kritsonis,
2007), ways to apply the most effective teaching methods in the shortest possible time
are raised. Due to the coronavirus epidemic, the development of virtual learning
methods has become popular, where interactive technologies are leading the way
(Ahmad, 2016).

An important indicator of quality foreign language curricula is their focus on
technology, the ability to provide the necessary knowledge in a short time (Amrein-
Beardsley, 2008), the focus on memorization directly during practical lessons. In the
modern educational process, interactive technologies implement fast and quality
learning and form the motivation to learn foreign languages. The opportunity to
communicate in a foreign language with people regardless of their location also
motivates the study of languages of international communication (English, Spanish,
Chinese, etc.), speech facilitates communication in work and study, becomes a means
of intercultural and business communication, makes dialogue between representatives
of other countries possible. The motivation of students in learning foreign languages
was considered in modern studies in the context of addressing the potential of
interactive technologies in the implementation of the practice of real communication.

Communication with the use of social networks, the possibilities of educational
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and social online platforms actualize effective communication skills, proper
identification in communication, where participants process not only the intentions and
goals of all participants but also the cultural context, form their own motivation.
However, interactive technology is one of the technologies used in the study of foreign
languages and it affects the increase in motivation. Despite its importance the use of
interactive means of learning foreign languages should also be considered as a set of
learning activities, where the harmonious work is aimed at improving the skills of
reading, writing, listening, and understanding in a foreign language.

Consider social networks and their involvement as a motivation for learning
foreign languages: it is group work to learn a foreign language and the formation of
communication skills, the creation of texts in oral and written form. Facebook is the
world's largest social network, which was launched in 2004. From the beginning,
Facebook was intended for students. According to Alexa, facebook.com is the 3rd most
visited site (Alexa, 2020). In 2017 the number of users was 2 billion worldwide. To
increase motivation to learn foreign languages based on Facebook, students can unite
in groups of interest and share interesting information, communicate in a foreign
language, there is also the possibility to use the function of private or public messages,
communicate in chats. To the significant potential of Facebook as a part of the
interactive technology the possibility of blogging should also be attributed, there is an
opportunity to have a dialogue in online messenger mode.

Young people have mastered well and use social networks with pleasure.
Therefore, they will be tuned to use Facebook to learn a foreign language. A huge
amount of information is received through social networks, so it is important to
encourage the study of a foreign language for the bias pages, writing comments,
creating messages. In the course of the project a Facebook group was created for each
study group separately, as well as thematic groups where students could have
conversations and correspondence with others, could join other native speakers.

Twitter as a learning platform creates the conditions for successful learning of a
foreign language and the formation of motivation. In the form of a microblogging
network, that was created in 2006, Twitter makes it possible for users to publish quickly
small text messages - tweets. These messages create opportunities to submit interesting
and original learning content (images, articles, websites, etc.) and have feedback and
evaluations from other users, reviews of their posts. Of course, such direct
communication stimulates the work of creating texts, according to the reaction of users
to improve the following.

Tweets are limited to 140 characters. This allows you to describe algorithms for
action, create informative messages and short essays - anything that might interest
education applicants. Very important is the fact that all messages can have links to
materials on the topic, facts, videos, photos, etc. The tweet also uses hashtags, which
mark the topic created by the message. Twitter statistics shows that every day out of
500 accounts, more than 320 M are active. In the final stage, the data on the use of
Twitter by students were presented.

In all groups the use of Twitter and Facebook as tools for the implementation of
interactive technologies has increased, indicating an increase in students' motivation to
learn foreign languages, as the increase in the number in the text written in a foreign
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language shows the interest of students in this form of learning. The use of learning
platforms is popular in foreign language learning, their time is used in interactive
learning, which means they are an effective part of motivational activities.

Learning a foreign language on an interactive plane correlates with learning the
cultural traditions of the people and the country. Targeted learning within cultural
contexts motivates by the appeal of another "exotic" culture. Such cultural and
linguistic influence in today's world can be accomplished from anywhere in the world
and even if the teacher is not a native speaker. Communicating with groups of such
native speakers, individuals is possible by bringing the capabilities of Skype into the
learning process. This free program will allow conferences, conversations, and round
tables. This is a natural linguistic environment, disposes the student to communicate in
a foreign language, with views and cultural traditions, different from theirs, and
therefore it's interesting. Students were invited to prepare a question for the speakers,
to give additional information.  After the communication was over, final discussions
were held where students were asked to repeat, retell what they had heard. Telegram
Cloud messenger, a software for smartphones, tablets, and PCs became widely used
for organizing and distance learning for students in conditions of the pandemic. This
messenger can provide the exchange of text messages, graphic images, and video files,
it is also possible to make a "phone call" to users of the program. The use of Telegram
Cloud messenger requires certain changes in teaching methods and organizations.

It is worth noting that open-ended learning platforms are available for analysis on
their use as learning platforms in the process of learning foreign languages and
increasing motivation to learn. Multidirectionality and a large number of educational
programs presented in university education do not give such a perspective, do not
determine the number of Facebook pages in university communities, their direction on
the formation of motivation to learn. In the final stage of the experiment, students were
surveyed about the appropriateness of using Messenger, Telegram, and Facebook.

Part of the students (20%) noted that they could not feel the impact of the
interactive technologies implemented during the experiment and use interactive tools,
because in their localities there is no Internet coverage. That is why there are not high
enough results. At the final stage, a questionnaire was also conducted among the
respondents, which asked them to answer the question: "Has the use of interactive
technology affected their desire to continue learning foreign languages?"

The majority of students preferred working with interactive technologies and are
willing to use high-tech learning tools. The insignificant number of indeterminate
indicates clear and manageable correctness of the majority of respondents. Motivation
to learn foreign languages is also shaped and supported through the use of audio and
video content. Such interactive technology promotes constant support of practical skills
and improves through constant reinforcement. Groups of students used audio and video
materials, listened to native speakers, memorized and repeated new phrases,
expressions practiced defining grammatical forms, applied the material studied to the
topic. Audio listening was used at the level of checking the ability to distinguish and
understand speech by ear independently. Also, the combination of images, facial
expressions, gestures, intonation helps to understand better the features of
communication.
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Conclusions. In many recent studies (Kuzmina, 2020; Gorard, 2012) it is shown
that the use of the whole set of means is a tool of interactive technologies that is an
effective method to increase students' motivation. Undoubtedly, the possibilities of
social networks and digital technologies are open to further research direction. Several
studies that have considered the role of Facebook and Twitter in the study of foreign
languages (Giachanou, Crestani, 2016), shows that the effectiveness of such
application is quite high and it is expressed in increased academic performance, greater
motivation; students approve the use of such interactive learning tools. The conducted
gamma study also confirms this hypothesis, more than 80% of students responded
positively to the active use of interactive technology, increased their presence on online
platforms, making more intense their foreign language lessons.

Undoubtedly, large amounts of information, the complexity of mastering, lack of
certain technical capabilities makes it difficult to implement interactive technology.
But as this study shows the positive dynamics in the organization of the educational
process are present. The modern educational process of learning foreign languages
should combine the traditional form of learning (direct communication) and learning
with the help of interactive technologies (Howardjones, 2014). Social electronic
networks, learning platforms, a wide range of software applications is a good pivot for
the formation of an active user of a foreign language. This process in close combination
with pedagogical theory, modern technology is not only effective but also increases the
motivation of education applicants. Pedagogical science to use social networks,
learning platforms, is part of the modern educational space as a platform for the
formation of educational competencies.

As the study shows, there is a steadily growing demand for advanced interactive
technologies that can be applied effectively in the educational environment and
significantly affect the increase in motivation to learn foreign languages. Most students
(80% 1n total) preferred working with interactive technologies and are ready to use
high-tech learning tools, programs, educational platforms. The insignificant number of
uncertainties indicates clear and manageable correctness of the majority of
respondents.

Mastering the means of implementation of interactive technology contributes to
the possibility of quality learning, including its distance forms. Social networks,
messaging-Cloud keeps constant feedback between all participants in the process and
has a permanent effect on motivation. It also makes it easy to adjust the course of the
learning process. In this regard, our study has seen an increase in positive feedback and
overall work on social media and an increase in the number of users within learning
platforms.

Accordingly, this requires advanced technologies, methodologies, the new
educational product with software. That is why interactive technologies provide for the
use of Twitter, Telegram, and Facebook (SIM, POP, 2014) in foreign languages
learning. Educational content serves to learn foreign languages, can be more effective
in the space of applying interactive technologies, working with social and educational
online platforms, can be useful in the process of creating effective techniques in higher
education. This determines the directions for further research in this area.

FORMATION MODEL OF FUTURE TEACHERS’ READINES TO CREATE

THE HIGHER EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION’S IMAGE

Abstract. The article highlights the term meaning “image” based on an theoretical and
methodological sources analytical review. The peculiarities of the formation model of the future
teachers’ readiness to create the higher educational institution’s image in various activity fields, in
particular economic, psychological and socio-communication, are considered. The components of
the higher education institution’s competitiveness are presented: economic, consumer, and
organizational. The directions of the formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the
higher educational institution’s image were considered, such as: the educational institution’s image
itself, the educational services’ image, the teaching staff image. Special attention is paid to the
formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher educational institution’s image
using modern Internet technologies.

Key words: model, formation, readiness, future teachers, image, higher educational institution.

Introduction.

Today, in order the higher educational institution (HEI) has the opportunity to
compete decently and take a leadership position among similar educational institutions,
it is necessary to have certain distinctive advantages. In this situation, the strategic
competitive advantage achievement of higher educational institutions is ensured by the
presence of high-quality teaching staff, the presence of the educational institution’s
authority, as well as the positive attitude creation of the target audience towards the
institution. The resulting situation encourages higher educational institutions looking
for ways to improve their own image.

The modern manager of the education institution should ensure full
implementation of the state policy in the sphere of reforming education “New
Ukrainian School”, the priorities of which are: implementation of curricula based on
the new State standard of primary education; improving the skills of primary school
teachers and introducing the new system of training and professional development of
teaching staff; changing the financing of the training system for pedagogical staff to
ensure freedom of place and forms choice of professional development; forming a
network of profile and support schools; providing the variety of educational forms;
creation of the best practices on governance in the education of development of
institutional capacity of the educational institution and its academic autonomy;
obtaining financial autonomy by secondary education institutions; introduction of tools
for monitoring the quality of education; participation in international monitoring
studies of the educational quality; creation of a new educational environment; through
the use of information and communication technologies in the educational process and
management of education institutions through the transition from one-time projects to
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a systematic process, which will significantly expand the opportunities of a teacher,
optimize administrative processes and will form the technological competences,
important for our century, etc. [4, p. 214-215]

So, it is seen that the problem of the formation model of the future teachers’
readiness to create the higher educational institution’s image is considered and
analyzed in the works of many authors, in particular Dmytro Kozlov [4], Olena
Kovaleva [3], Yulia, Oleksandr and Oleksandra Romanovskyi [10]. These authors
covered a wide range of scientific problems in this field. However, the issue of the
formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher educational
institution’s image remains not fully resolved. The mentioned problem solution
requires a comprehensive approach to the concepts study of the “image”, “higher
educational institution image” and the formation model of the future teachers’
readiness to create the higher educational institution’s image, which determined the
study purpose.

Main text

A certain number of scientific, theoretical and methodological sources were used
and analyzed during the study of the formation model of the future teachers’ readiness
to create the higher educational institution’s image. To form an concept understanding
of the formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher educational
institution’s image, it is considered and analyzed the works devoted to the specified
process.

Today, the modeling method is widely used in psychological and pedagogical
research. It makes possible to create effective conditions for the goal realization of the
educational activities, to purposefully introduce innovative technologies into the
educational process of educational institutions and to manage them [6]. The
pedagogical dictionary states: “modeling is the study of certain phenomena, processes
or systems, objects by building and studying their models, using models to determine
or clarify the characteristics and rationalize the ways of building newly constructed
objects” [6]. According to E.Lodatko, “the wide distribution of ... modeling in
pedagogical research is explained by the diversity of its epistemological functions,
which determines the study of pedagogical phenomena and processes on a special
object — a model, which is an intermediate link between the subject — a teacher, a
researcher and the subject of research, that is, certain properties and relations between
the elements of the educational process [6, p. 5]. So, modeling in pedagogical research
allows you to formalize (schematize and simplify) the researched processes in a way
that allows you to make assumptions about the relationships and conditions for
improving the process, track those characteristics that play a determining role in the
research and are subject to study, evaluation and management. At the same time, E.
Lodatko points out that, compared to many other fields of human knowledge, modeling
in pedagogy has peculiarities, the nature of which is based on the vagueness and
vagueness of pedagogical concepts, the practical absence of acceptable mechanisms
for measuring personality development in the process of learning, educational
achievements students, achievement of socially determined educational benchmarks
by a certain category of student youth, etc. [6]. Therefore, the author emphasizes the
importance of a successful selection of modeling features.
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Based on the results of the ascertainment experiment, the leading task of our
research was determined to improve the future teachers’ professional training in the
context of the readiness development to create the higher educational institution image
in the master’s training process. This requires substantiation of the formation model of
the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher educational institution’s image, in
particular, in the master’s training process.

By modeling the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher educational
institution image, it is understood the predictive model creation as a component of the
future teachers’ professional training, which ensures the effective interaction of
training subjects in the master’s training process, the result of which is the formed
future teachers’ readiness to create the higher educational institution image.

As noted by V. Kraevsky, a model is the result of an abstract generalization of
practical experience, and not a direct result of an experiment [5, p. 268]. L. Horuzha
proves that “the model has cognitive potential only when it corresponds to the object
being studied, is able to replace it in the process of study and is a battery for obtaining
new information about it” [1, p. 260]. When modeling, we followed the postulate
defined by D. Kozlov that the effectiveness of the proposed model should be ensured
by the main circumstances: the effectiveness of the model in general depends on the
effectiveness of its components functioning [4].

The formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher
educational institution’s image, according to the authors, includes the following stages:
1. Fixation of the already formed image using methods of diagnostics, questionnaires,
observation, and focus groups. 2. Identification of positive and negative factors of
image formation, where positive factors contribute to solving problems, and negative
factors hinder. 3. Determination of measures to neutralize negative factors and
strengthen the positive factors actions [10]. It should be noted that one of the key
factors in the formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher
educational institution’s image is the teaching staff and students’ image.

The formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher
educational institution’s image allows for a more systematic consideration of the
content of the teachers’ image in the master’s training process to ensure an adequate
selection of the necessary tasks, actions to change certain features of the image;
develop alternative image types profiles.

Therefore, the formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the
higher educational institution’s image in the master’s training process is a long process,
which includes the stages of transition from initial impressions about a person to a
systematic idea about him. The teacher’s image is a projection of his personality in the
social communications process, which includes both the subject’s internal capabilities
and the demands placed on the teacher by the external environment [3]. If it is
considered the formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher
educational institution’s image, then the English researcher E. Sampson, considering
the personal image, notes that it consists of an interrelationship of external and internal
factors that create a “self-image”, the so-called image that perceived and “necessary”
image [11]. “Self-image” includes previous experience and expresses a person’s state
of self-attention. The perceived image expresses the state of other people attention to
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this image bearer. And the “necessary” state is the professional characteristics that a
specialist must have. The author believes that one’s own image should be treated as
advertising, self-presentation, and notes that “others see what you yourself have chosen
to show them” [10].

For the formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher
educational institution’s image in the master’s training process, one of the main
requirements is the modern Internet technologies use. Thus, one of the communication
tools in the educational environment is a website. The web page became the “face” of
the educational institution both for the internal (students, teaching staff, management)
and for the external audience (applicants, parents of schoolchildren, competing
institutions, etc.). With the help of the site, students / teachers / applicants / parents can:
— at any time and in any place find information about the activities of the higher
education institution (faculties, specialties, cost of educational services); — to contact
the necessary departments / teachers / other students; — to visit the institution's online
library.

It should be noted that the site has become an information space in the provision
of the educational process. For example, the platforms use for distance education will
provide a number of advantages to the educational institution and thus will be one of
the factors of the formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher
educational institution’s image. Another aspect is the institution’s virtual library and
providing access to it. Such a library will allow you to find out about the availability
of the necessary literature in the database, download electronic versions of books,
scientific articles, as well as select the necessary literature from a given topic [2].

Also, one of the research directions in the formation model of the future teachers’
readiness to create the higher educational institution’s image in the master’s training
process is its rating. Thor and Tetiana Ostapyovsky proposed criteria and indicators for
the rating of a higher education institution [8]. According to these authors, the rating
criteria are: — quality of knowledge (number of winning students in various events,
satisfaction of graduates with the quality of education); — the quality of the teaching
staff (number of candidates / doctors of science, associate professors / professors); —
the effectiveness of scientific research (in the “Webometrics” rating, the Hirsch index);
— integration into the world and European educational space (number of foreign
students / teachers, obtaining a double diploma). According to the authors, the
definition of qualitative methods for ratings determining of higher educational
institutions can be considered promising [8].

Conclusions.

Having analyzed the research literature on the presented topic, as well as study
conducting of modern conceptual and methodological aspects, the concept definition
of the formation model of the future teachers’ readiness to create the higher educational
institution’s image in the master’s training process can be considered in the context of
the following approaches: a) by activity field: economic - considered as a component
of the institution’s competitiveness, as well as as its organizational culture component;
psychological - considered as a component of the emotionally colored attitude of the
target audience; socio-communication - considered as a component of the social-
communication system; b) by the subject of the study: image formation in the activity
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context of the individual (teacher/head of the institution); image formation in the
context of the social institution activity.

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Abstract. The article deals with the problem of educational motivation of a child with
developmental characteristics in an inclusive environment.

Introduction. Implementation of the individualization of education for children with
developmental disabilities is impossible without a motivational component and the development of
interest in the educational process. Formed motivation is one of the most decisive forces in the
educational activities of such a child. That is why it is so important for teachers to understand and
adopt ways of interacting with children, which would most contribute to the awakening of cognitive
activity in children with developmental disabilities, and, as a result, to the development of their
motivation for educational activities.

Main text. Motivation is one of the mandatory conditions of the modern educational process.
The rapid development of virtual technologies in a person's life reduces a person's need to master
knowledge, the problem of decreasing children's interest in educational activities as such has arisen,
and the issue of children's motivation and interest in educational material has acquired a new context.
At the same time, if a child with normotypical development can be activated and motivated by any of
the interactive methods, then a child with special psychophysical development cannot be used by all
of them. Children with different developmental characteristics have common signs of reduced
motivation for educational and cognitive activities, although the reasons for this are different
(organic lesions of the central nervous system due to intellectual disability, lack of / low social
motivation due to ASD, emotional and volitional disorders due to speech disorders, etc.).

The article summarizes and presents recommendations on the formation of educational
motivation of children with developmental disabilities.In particular, it is recommended to explain
natural phenomena and rules of the social environment through play; reinforcement of oral material
with visual, visual, interactive, tactile content; creation of situations of success and provision of
constructive personally oriented assistance in case of difficulties,; consideration of the child's internal
stimuli; the use of game techniques to organize the child's interaction with others, encouragement to

The subject of the research is the methodology of using educational tasks in the process of
professional training of future doctors in surgery.

The purpose of the study is to theoretically substantiate and develop a methodology for the
application of educational tasks in the process of professional training of future doctors in surgery.

The paper defines the features of the organization and implementation of the process of
professional training of future doctors in the discipline "Surgery"”; the degree of elaboration of the
issues of application of educational tasks in universities was determined; substantiated and developed
a model for the application of educational tasks in the process of professional training of future
doctors in surgery,; developed and experimentally tested the effectiveness of the methodology for the
use of educational tasks in the process of professional training of future doctors in surgery.

Introduction.

Model (from the Latin words modus, modulus) means measure, image, method.
A model is an auxiliary object that is in a certain correspondence to the object being
studied (the original) and is more convenient for studying the original. Reflecting
certain features of the behavior of the original object, the model has some features
identical to the original, and is used to obtain information about the original that is
difficult or impossible to obtain by directly examining the original. The model is a
personal representation of the researched object, a peculiar form of encoding
information about the object.

Main part.

Thus, it can be mentioned that a model is an object of any nature, which during
research is able to replace a real existing object in order to obtain new information
about it. Models are a form of abstraction of a special kind, in which the essential
relations of the object are fixed in connections that are visually perceived and imagined.
This 1s a kind of unity of the individual and the general.
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The following procedures are inherent in pedagogical modeling:

— entry into the process and selection of methodological bases for modeling,
qualitative description of the research subject;

— formulation of modeling tasks;

— construction of a model with clarification of the dependence between the main
elements of the object under study, definition of the object's parameters and
criteria for evaluating changes in these parameters, selection of measurement
methods;

— study of the validity of the model in solving the tasks;

— application of the model in a pedagogical experiment;

— meaningful interpretation of modeling results.

Thus, a certain combination of various educational tasks promotes the activation
of students’ cognitive activity at any stage of training, active assimilation of
educational material ensures the quality of its assimilation and makes training effective.

Questions, problems, assignments, tests are means by which learning methods
are implemented, such as: conversation (traditional, reinforcing, controlling), survey,
performance of tasks (in particular, work with textbook text), testing, etc.

So, we will give examples of developed educational tasks in surgery (the topic
«Acute inflammatory diseases of the abdominal organs (acute appendicitis)») for
future doctors with the aim of consolidating and systematizing the acquired
knowledge and skills, as well as - monitoring the academic performance of students
of the relevant specialty.

1. Relevance of the topic. Acute appendicitis is an acute inflammation of the
appendix appendix, caused by the penetration of pathogenic microflora into its wall.
Acute appendicitis 1s the most common acute surgical disease of the abdominal cavity.
It is revealed in 7-12% of the population of highly developed countries of the world.
The frequency of the disease decreases with age. Thus, after birth it is 15%, while at
the age of 50 it is only 2%. Acute appendicitis is diagnosed in more than 50% of
patients admitted to surgical departments urgently. In the structure of urgent surgical
interventions, appendectomy takes 80-85%. The clinical course of acute appendicitis
is diverse, which leads to diagnostic errors. Postoperative mortality is 0.1-0.3%
(mainly in destructive forms of appendicitis).

2. Specific goals

* learn the anatomical and physiological features of the worm-like process and
its location options;

* to know the etiology, pathogenesis of the disease and its classification;

* to know the typical clinic of acute appendicitis and features of the course in
children, pregnant women and elderly patients;

* to know the typical clinic of complications of acute appendicitis;

« learn the differential diagnosis with other acute diseases of the organs of the
abdominal cavity, extraperitoneal space and chest;

 to know modern methods of diagnosis of acute appendicitis, its
complications and the principles of their treatment, including pre- and
postoperative periods.

Be able to:
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- draw up an individual scheme of diagnostic studies, including anamnesis
collection, examination, palpation, percussion, auscultation;

- choose from the anamnesis the indications most characteristic of acute
appendicitis (acute onset, Volkovych-Kocher symptom, constant nature of
pain in the right iliac region);

- correctly evaluate the data of the physical examination (local pain, presence
of defense in the right iliac region, positive symptoms of Rovzing, Sytkovsky,
Bartomje-Michelson, Shchotkin-Blumberg, etc.);

- draw up a plan for examination of patients;

- analyze the results of laboratory and other additional examination methods;

- prepare patients for operative treatment;

- write a medical history;

- managing patients in the postoperative period,

- perform general medical manipulations: bandages, introduction of medical
drugs through drains into the abdominal cavity, removal of drains, removal of
sutures;

- make a forecast of life and working capacity.

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Annotation. The problems of the elderly in modern society are usually considered as a
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Introduction.

In the mass consciousness, the role of a pensioner, a widower or just an elderly
person is unclear and there are no corresponding role expectations in society. When a
person gets old, society and family, as social units, do not make any demands on him,
they reject him, thereby depriving him of a certain role, changing his status.

Role ambiguity demoralizes the elderly. It deprives them of social identity and
often has a negative impact on psychological stability. After all, the daily routine of the
elderly is not considered as a role performance. In addition, situations that are
unstructured at a late age cause depression and anxiety, since the elderly experience a
vacuum of social expectations and lack of standards established for them. Old age is a
stage in the life cycle, where people experience systematic social losses and no gains.

Presenting main material.

The main life tasks have been completed, responsibility decreases, dependence on
others increases. These losses are associated with possible illnesses and physical
malaise. These losses together with dependence, isolation and demoralization increase
progressively at a late age. They clearly show an elderly person a decrease in
participation in social life and an increase in his marginality.

Loss of roles. The ethical system of modern Western Civilization prefers youth,
energy, enthusiasm and innovation as the antipodes of passive, backward and old-
fashioned old age.

All these values, together with faith in one’s own strengths, autonomy and
independence, are transmitted to new generations during socialization. At this time,
those new generations learn age-related stereotypes along with the interalization of new
role functions. From this point of view old age is presented as the loss of social roles.

After being retired, a person loses one of his main roles: he is no longer a
breadwinner in the family and a worker in the social sense. In modern society,
professional activity performs a number of functions. It not only provides a person with
a means of subsistence, gives a certain status, but also realizes the social activity of the
individual.

At the level of personality, it is considered as the ability to have conscious self-
identification and take his / her place in the system of social relations and self-
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realization. Social activity is a measure of social activity, and its goal is to realize the
interests of society and a person as a member of a given social community. For any
person, his professional activity is a prerequisite for his full-fledged, interesting life
and creative activity. Therefore, work is also necessary for elderly people, as their
sphere of personal interests is significantly limited and narrowed.

Reaching the age of 45-50, people often become victims of discrimination
concerning employment and status. Moreover, an elderly person’s life becomes less
valuable than a young or mature person’s. Thus, an elderly person is not vulnerable to
losses that are inevitable only (such as his partner’s or friend’s death).

It is necessary to understand and study the psychological characteristics of the
elderly and the social conditions accompanying their lives. Thus, E. Erickson,
discussing the problem of the meaning of life passed, singled out the following
conditions of aging: physical, psychological, cultural, and social.

The society where we live dictates new ideals: appearance, level of education and
income, lifestyle, and sexual behavior. This leads to the development of new
complexes, in particular, age-related ones. Along with the inferiority complex
connected with dissatisfaction with one’s body image (Photoshop Complex) and
seeking, cosmetic surgery which is also connected with physical appearance
dissatisfaction (Cosmetic Surgery with Psychological Consequences), the complex
about aging is also developing.

In modern society, it is increasingly valued not so much professional experience
but success, which is associated with youth and activity. In these conditions, age is felt
especially painfully.

OIld age is perceived as an inevitable misfortune or a crime for which they are
punished with exclusion from society. It is believed that men experience aging no less
acutely than women; they often compensate for the feeling of their "inferiority" with
infantile (irresponsible) behavior. A direct consequence of the impossible requirement
to stay young is the "Peter Pan Complex" (Jean-David Nasio). The changes occurring
to a woman and her status take place against the background of contradictory
requirements: to develop femininity and be successful in work.

Depending on one’s psycho type, a person perceives his aging and lives it in
different ways: the degree of his concern about the external signs of age can be both
zero and excessive.

As a result of a sociological study conducted by the cosmetic brand Chanel, five
groups of women were identified.

1. The first group perceives aging as a natural process: the inner personality for
them is more important than outer appearance.

2. The second group is sure that manifestations of age can be controlled if they
keep themselves in good physical shape.

3. For the third group, age is inseparable from their social role ("If you become a
grandmother, then you should look accordingly").

4. The fourth group has a narcissistic character and in their opinion, appearance
is the key to social success, and they perceive age-related changes as personal drama.

5. And women of the fifth group, who are anxious, passive, and dependent,
believe that the aging process is frightening because it is associated with death [1].
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One of the first changes in life that make you think about your old age is
retirement. Moreover, the legal retirement age often does not correspond to the real
retirement age. And the termination due to retirement for the majority is a great stress.
But a person does not just become a pensioner; he is more likely to get sick. And in the
public consciousness, an elderly person is often associated with a disabled one.

Due to regular visits to medical institutions, they gain a new social circle, which
is limited and often does not have any positive atmosphere of communication.
Moreover, the former social circle is narrowing down. Elderly people are often in
conditions of social solitude, even if they live in a large family with grandchildren and
children.

The psychological feature of old age is rigidity of thinking. Cognitive processes
are slowed down, which leads to difficulties in social adjustment. And in this case, an
important role is played by the lack of motivation for self-development and personal
growth. The elderly convince everyone and themselves that life has already passed.

Elderly people in modern society are characterized by the fact that they take their
diseases too seriously and pay too much attention to them. Such behavior leads to
negative emotions and depression (about 60% of people aged 55 and above suffer from
depression), accompanied with a feeling of uselessness and solitude [2].

Solitude as a psychological phenomenon is associated with peculiarities of
thinking. Family members from different generations have different ideas of various
spheres of life, corresponding to each age. But it is more difficult for the elderly to be
guided by the ideas of children and grandchildren; it is more difficult to find mutual
understanding; and a number of friends is becoming smaller and smaller. With no like-
minded people around, elderly people cannot express all their thoughts and feelings,
and even if they can, they often remain those who are misunderstood [3].

Thus, the main dangers of old age are solitude, apathy, self-pity, hopelessness,
social exclusion, which means the destruction of social ties.

In accordance with the general age characteristics of the elderly, it seems possible
for researchers to distinguish several types of old age: old age on the physical level
where aging and weakening of the body, various diseases mostly common for the
elderly are observed; old age on the social level is characterized by retirement, social
circle narrowing down, loss of friends-peers or wife/husband; old age on the
psychological level has the following features - refusal to self-develop and gaining new
knowledge, lack of interest in the world surrounded and other people’s lives, inability
to adjust to changes in the own lives [4].

Unfortunately, old age on the physical level cannot be prevented. But it is possible
to stay young at social and psychological level.

More types of aging could also be distinguished:

1. Passive aging.

2. Aggressive aging.

3. Protective aging.

4. Constructive aging. This type is characterized by good emotional sphere (lack
of fears, anxiety), tolerance, independence in solving problems, adequate self-esteem,
having a life plan [5].
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Constructive aging involves active old age. Active old age means aging when a
person is an active part of social life (social inclusion). An elderly person shares his
experience and knowledge; he feels he is needed. This behavior eliminates the feeling
of solitude and gives them independence.

The following factors influence the social activity of an elderly person:

1. Belonging to a social class.

2. Sex (gender in particular). Gender instability at a late age implies that women
live longer than men, according to the general statistics.

3. Ethnicity.

The main question that needs to be answered is how to turn the period of old age
into a period of active life.

In social work, there are traditionally two strategies applied in social work with
the elderly: caring and stimulating strategies. Each has its own abilities.

1. Guardianship (paternalism) includes responsibility of the state (government)
for the elderly person. The activity of an elderly person is minimal, they are helpless
and dependent. If an elderly person is active, then it is considered to be a "difficult
person".

2. The stimulation 1s implemented in two directions: preparation of the elderly for
old age (awareness of changes in profession, development of cognitive flexibility,
moulding a positive attitude towards the new) and providing the elderly with situations
to engage them in an active social life. Being a part of this strategy, an elderly person
performs the functions of an educator, coach, adult friend, counselor or agent, mutual
aid organizer, mediator, adviser.

For the best results, both strategies should complement each other.

Psychological support includes group work and individual consulting. The main
goals of the group work with the elderly are coping with loss, instillation of hope, social
isolation reducing, and psychological support and fighting fears.

Loss of spouses, loneliness, family relationships, psychological dependence on
those who have passed away, neurosis are the main goals of individual psychological
consulting. It must be taken into account that an elderly person lives in the past and
ceases to develop as a personality. When dealing with such problems, it is
recommended to use the following methods of consulting: future mapping;
strengthening resources; positive use of the situation; identification with family and
grandchildren.

In addition to such traditional methods of psychological assistance, there is a
method of self-help. We highlight 6 stages of self-help:

1. Collection of information about an elderly client.

2. Analysis of the information collected.

3. Formulation of the elderly person’s main problem.

4. The purpose of the self- work.

5. Actions that an elderly client can acquire.

6. Evaluation of the actions done effectiveness.

Conclusions.

Thus, the retirement age paradoxically becomes the age of opportunity: you can
travel, begin to study, live another life. But it also has a limit. Then comes the "second"
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old age, when everything slows down and the horizon narrows. Having lost autonomy
and the opportunity to develop, a person risks to lose himself.

Therefore, old age is not a disease, and you should not think that it is enough to
have just care and treatment. An elderly person shouldn’t be alone - this is a difficult
but important task of society. Today, age is not a social role, but often an existential
crisis. And in each such crisis, a person needs to be helped to reflect on and bring a
structure to his life in a new way.

The basic principles of psychological work with elderly people and those who are
almost of the retirement age are the following: expand the social circle; provide
conditions for the social activity of an elderly person (hobby, dream fulfillment);
cognitive development such as: reading, solving crossword puzzles, etc.

Rhetoric is
important for politicians as an art of persuasion that uses verbal and non-verbal means. Politicians
need rhetoric to shape their personal image, attract voters, protect their interests, and influence
public opinion. The article analyzes some well-known examples of speeches by political leaders. The
purpose of the article is to expand the usual understanding of rhetoric, which will help the
participants of communication in everyday communication and achieving the communicative goal.

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Abstract. The article analyzes the functioning and role of ethnic stereotypes in the spiritual
culture of a multi-ethnic society, in the process of inter-ethnic communication. The role of ethnic
Stereotypes in interethnic communication is quite controversial. Ethnic stereotypes regulate
interethnic communication through traditions, customs, persistent shared values. The ethnic
stereotypes primarily facilitate, simplify communication, making it more reliable, providing mutual
understanding. The ethnic stereotype reflects both emotionally evaluative attitude to ethnic group
and knowledge of it. The main danger of ethnic stereotypes is that they are contributing to the national
superstition - undue negative thoughts and attitudes of other people or individual members, a
tendency to act negatively towards humans of other people.

Keywords: autostereotype, heterostereotype, ethnocentrism, stereotyping, stereotype.

Introduction.

The relevance of the study of the influence of ethnic stereotypes on the structuring
of the communicative field of the individual is particularly significant in the conditions
of the polyethnic environment of different regions of Ukraine. A scientific solution to
this problem will contribute to the harmonization of interethnic relations.

The term "ethnic stereotype" was first used in science by the American sociologist
Walter Lippman in 1922 in the work "Public Opinion" when studying the problems of
racism in America. Stereotyping as one of the most important mechanisms of
socialization was widely analyzed in the studies of O. Bodalov, E. Erikson, I. Kohn, J.
Mead, G. Tard, G. Tedjfel, A. Petrovskyi, V. Petrovskyi, B. Parygin. In the context of
social perception, it was considered by G. Andreeva, G. Kelly, M. Kornev, G. Allport,
G. Starovoitova, D. Thibault, and G. Fomans. Ethnic consciousness was the subject of
study in the works of Y. Bromley, P. Hnatenko, O. Donchenko, H. Lebon, V. Pavlenko,
G. Soldatova, G. Tard, and L. Shklyar.

The purpose of the article is to investigate the role of ethnostereotypes in
intercultural, interethnic communication.

Main text.

An ethnic stereotype is one of the types of social stereotypes that represents a
collective persistent colored emotionally, generalized and simplified idea of one ethnic
group about another ethnic group and about itself, which was formed mainly at the
level of everyday consciousness and was often transmitted to subsequent generations
in the form of unambiguous entities. Let us give the definition of the ethnic stereotype
given by A.G. Bayburin: "Stereotypes of behavior are stable, regularly repeated forms
of behavior. These are a kind of stamps, templates" [3,3].
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In other words, an ethnic stereotype is a schematized and extremely stable image
of any ethnic group, easily spread to all its representatives. They are often inaccurate
and/or distorted, although they contain a grain of truth. Ethnic stereotypes of behavior
in an overt or hidden form exist in all spheres of life of ethnic groups and in each
specific era are perceived by the ethnic group as the only possible way of coexistence
with other ethnic groups.

In the content of ethnic stereotypes, as a rule, priority evaluative judgments about
the psychological characteristics and behavior of people of another national group, its
moral, mental, and physical qualities are recorded, but they can also contain
instructions for action in relation to people of a given nationality. An ethnic stereotype
1s not a generalization of the real characteristics of one or another nation, but a product
of a corresponding social situation in which the individual qualities of a person are lost
under a general and deliberately one-sided stereotype. It is often based on prejudices
formed on the basis of limited information about individual representatives of any
nation or people, which usually gives rise to biased conclusions about representatives
of this community.

Ethnic stereotypes are divided into autostereotypes ("We" - Image) and
heterostereotypes ("They" - Image). Self-stereotypes are perceptions of members of a
specific ethnic group about themselves. In this case, the object of the ethnic stereotype
is the most typical representative of their ethnic group. Self-stereotypes can lead to
ethnocentrism - the conscious or unconscious superiority of one's people and culture
over others. Autostereotypes, as a rule, make up a set of positive evaluations. But
sometimes negative self-assessments are also found among ethnic minorities. Such
low-status groups may accept their relatively lower position in society. In these cases,
they tend to develop negative autostereotypes and positive heterostereotypes. But in
general, autostereotypes have a balance of positive and negative elements. In the case
of the same minorities, the antiquity and wisdom of their people can be emphasized
despite their small numbers. Ethnic self-stereotypes are not constant: in the course of
the historical development of the ethnic group, they undergo a certain evolution and
largely reflect the level of ethnic self-awareness. A feature of self-stereotypes is the
desire of the ethnic community to add something ideal to their content, to emphasize
the most distinctive features of the national character. For example, groups with a
higher status in the economic sphere tend to characterize themselves as those who have
achieved economic success, and groups with a lower status in this sphere - as those
distinguished by kindness, cordiality, humanity, with a simultaneous decrease in the
importance of those qualities, which provide another group with an economic
advantage (business, entrepreneurship, etc.).

Heterostereotypes are images about representatives of other ethnic groups that
have formed in a certain group. Heterostereotypes can be both positive and negative,
depending on the historical experience of the interaction of these peoples. In their
content, a relatively stable core should be distinguished - a complex of ideas about the
appearance of representatives of given people, about its historical past, peculiarities of
the way of life, and a number of other changing judgments about the communicative
and moral qualities of given people. The variability of assessments is related to the
variability of the situation in international and interstate relations. At the heart of
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heterostereotypes lies such a property as anthropo-stereotypicality, that is, the
conditioning of the stereotype by the appearance of the individual. Appearance is often
a practically important feature that carries information about the subject's ethnicity.
Signs, which consist of appearance and behavior, can have familiarity and perform a
regulatory function. In heterostereotypes at the level of everyday consciousness, the
appearance of a representative of the relevant ethnic community is most often
associated with certain psychological characteristics of a person. On the basis of these
stereotypes, appropriate types of interethnic communication and human behavior are
inevitably created.

The role of ethnic stereotypes in interethnic communication is controversial.
Thus, in everyday consciousness and in mass media, the opinion about ethnic
stereotypes as an exclusively negative phenomenon is quite widespread. In many ways,
this is due to the fact that negative stereotypes were most often studied in world science,
which subjected ethnic minorities to discrimination, which contributed to the
identification of stereotypes with superstitions. But, since the 1950s, a hypothesis has
become widespread, according to which the volume of true knowledge in stereotypes
exceeds the volume of false ones - this is the so-called "grain of truth" hypothesis.
Currently, there is no doubt that ethnic stereotypes are not reduced to a set of mythical
ideas, they are images of ethnic groups, and not just thoughts about them. They reflect,
albeit in a distorted or transformed form, objective reality: the properties of two
interacting groups and the relationship between them. However, the persistence of
ethnic stereotypes is not absolute. They are capable of gradually transforming over
time, undergoing significant changes in their content in the image of the object of
stereotyping. Ethnic stereotypes can also change depending on the change in the nature
of inter-ethnic relations, or with the increase of inter-ethnic contacts.

In addition, in our opinion, it is necessary to make a clear distinction between
stereotypes as a social phenomenon and stereotyping as a psychological process. In the
social psychology of recent decades, stereotyping is considered to be a rational form
of cognition and a special case of a more universal process of categorization: when
creating social categories, people paid attention to the characteristics due to which
individuals belonging to one or another group were perceived as similar to each other
or different from other people. In everyday life, a person, as a rule, is deprived of the
opportunity to analyze critically traditions, norms, value orientations and rules of social
behavior. The person also does not always have sufficient information about the events
in relation to which it is necessary to express own opinion and assessment. Therefore,
in everyday reality, people often act in a patterned manner, in accordance with the
formed stereotype. The phenomenon of stereotyping is a characteristic feature of
personal processing of external influences. It is closely related to a person's desire to
organize the information he has received in his mind. Therefore, in everyday life, the
concept of stereotype is often used as a synonym for the words template or standard.
Stereotypes contribute to the consolidation of traditions and habits. In this regard, they
act as a means of protecting the mental world of an individual and as a means of self-
affirmation.

Thus, stereotyping is necessary for society to transmit accumulated information
in the form of a certain way of organized and structured experience that can be

transmitted over time. And "ethnic stereotypes perform an important function,
determining a person's behavior and helping him navigate in an unusual situation"
[1,182]. However, on the other hand, it is precisely in an "unusual situation", in non-
standard circumstances, that stereotypes (standardized formations) do not work and do
not help, but on the contrary, they prevent a person from navigating a new situation not
foreseen by a stereotype and, accordingly, adequately reacting to it. Especially in
moments of crisis, while consolidating "their own", ethnostereotypes differentiate
"strangers" to the same extent. Therefore, pointing to a certain positive and constructive
role of ethnostereotypes in the preservation of traditional traits and peculiarities of
national culture, one cannot fail to note the negative feature of any stereotype, if it is
fed by feelings of contempt and arrogance towards other ethnic groups. The invasion
of stereotypes can take the most unexpected forms. This is how R.M. Granovska and
Yu.S.Kryzhanskaya write about it.: "The emphatic denial of the "other's" may be
connected with the subconscious pressure, which demands to testify one's loyalty and
devotion to the world of "one's". Reasonings that prove that if "we" have it (and we, as
everyone understands, are good people, as it should be), and "they" have it all wrong,
then, therefore, "they" are unworthy people and that justifies any actions aimed at
eliminating all "alien", "their" [2,158].

Like any other, ethnic stereotypes primarily facilitate, simplify communication,
making it more reliable, ensuring mutual understanding. However, this is possible only
in certain situations and to a certain extent. The balance of harm and benefit of
stereotypes depends on understanding the limits of their application. "Many people are
not aware of their stereotypes. Others are aware but deny their importance, relying on
them so often that the habit becomes the norm. Yes, firmness of character is respected
among its people. Any desire for compromise is perceived as a sign of weakness and
indecision, leading to betrayal. Among foreign peoples, on the contrary, the spirit of
unshakable tenacity is considered just a kind of fanaticism. "Our cause" requires
unwavering loyalty to principles, and "their cause" would not be hindered by such
restraining virtues as moderation and prudence" [2,156].

An ethnic stereotype is an emotionally colored and extremely schematized,
standard image of a representative of a specific ethnic group. It should be noted that
the ethnic stereotype has an extremely powerful influence on the psychology of an
individual due to its primitiveness and emotional load.

Ethnic stereotypes are based on mediated ethnic representations obtained from
various secondary sources, including the historically accumulated experience of
previous inter-ethnic contacts. People could realize the specificity of their own ethnic
group only by comparing and contrasting it with others. It was not a contemplative
comparison of qualities, but a living process of communication, tense and conflictual.
Therefore, the image of a foreign ethnic group in the mind of the people is determined,
first of all, by the nature of their own historical relations with this group. Where the
two ethnic groups had relations of cooperation and cooperation, they produced a mostly
positive attitude towards each other, which implies a tolerant attitude towards existing
differences. Where the relations between the groups were distant and disturbed vital
interests, people tend to relate to each other without hostility, but also without special
sympathy with the presence of mutual curiosity.
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In this sense, a stereotype is a form of transfer of social experience, transfer of
thoughts and conclusions from the field of science (where regularities are constant) to
the social sphere, where everything changes. Therefore, it is not surprising that, using
it, a person may not have any experience of his own, never see a single representative
of the nation about which he expresses rather definite and disappointing opinions.
Moreover, the awareness of a complete lack of knowledge and experience does not
cause any hesitation in the confidence about the validity of the stereotype, does not
give rise to a single drop of doubt in it.

Stereotypes, as a rule, are perceived from childhood, regardless of one's own
experience and change with great difficulty. They are resistant to new information, can
be stored for decades, transmitted from generation to generation, spread among a fairly
large number of people of a given nationality. In order to refuse them, an individual
needs not only courage of thought, but also civil courage - because it often means a
break with the wills of parents and a challenge to public opinion, which is especially
characteristic of traditional societies.

At the social level, the ethnic stereotype has two functions: ideologizes (formation
and preservation of group ideology, which explains the behavior of the group) and
identifies (creation and preservation of a positive image of "we", the formation of
which occurs primarily with the help of rituals and non-verbal means).

The main danger of ethnic stereotypes lies in the fact that they contribute to the
emergence of national prejudices - an unjustified negative opinion and attitude towards
a foreign nation or individual members of it, a tendency to act negatively towards
people of a foreign nation.

Superstitions can be considered as stereotypes realized in behavior. Let us
emphasize that usually a person uses a stereotype as something indivisible, received by
him in a ready-made form and applies it without correlating it with personal experience
and modern objective data. In this sense, superstition is an apriori judgment, feeling or
assessment that precedes one's own experience. Accompanied by negative emotions
towards ethnic "strangers", stereotypes often become obstacles in interpersonal
communication, disrupting intercultural communication. Selectivity of perception also
plays a role here - people tend to avoid information that brings dissonance into the
system of their attitudes and stereotypes. At the same time, they seek actively
information that supports their positions, and any ambiguous information is interpreted
in favor of their established, sometimes erroneous, views. Sometimes the emphasis on
inter-ethnic differences is clearly felt.

Superstition provokes discrimination, which involves condemnation and
prejudice against a person solely on the basis of the identification with a certain group.
Attitudes to interpersonal communication are conditioned by attitudes to
communication between groups and are usually combined with them. When biasing,
first of all external data is taken into account. Prejudice is a negative, unfavorable
attitude towards a group or its individual members; it is characterized by stereotypical
beliefs; the setting derives more from the internal processes of its medium than from
an actual examination of the properties of the group in question. It follows from the
fact that we are talking about a generalized attitude that is focused on a hostile attitude
towards all members of a certain ethnic group, regardless of their individuality. The
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irrationality of prejudice lies not only in the fact that it can exist independently of
personal experience, it even contradicts it. When people explain their hostility towards
any ethnic group, they usually name some specific negative traits that they believe are
characteristic of that group. However, the same traits, taken without reference to this
group, do not cause a negative assessment at all or are assessed much more mildly. The
historical tradition embodied in historical works, literature, customs, and the
conservatism of the education system are also indicated here. Education is especially
important. Numerous studies show that most people acquire biases in childhood, before
they have the opportunity to reflect critically on the information they receive. Ethnic
prejudices have a particularly harmful effect on both their victims and their carriers and
limit the sphere of communication between representatives of different ethnic groups,
cause wariness on both sides, and prevent the establishment of closer, intimate human
relations. Alienation, in turn, complicates contacts and gives rise to new
misunderstandings. When someone (or something) appears in a person's close
environment who does not correspond to the old stereotype, tension gradually builds
up in him, which over time leads to a change in the categorical structure of perception.
Initially, this change is reflected only in assessments and attitudes towards single
objects. Only much later, this change extends to a wider class of related objects,
correcting the general hierarchy of personal values, which, in turn, adjusts the
perception systems focused on ethnic stereotypes.

But often even the most favorable impression of one representative of a "foreign"
group does not touch the value sides of the system of ideas. Gradually, there is only a
slight "detachment" of a number of personal qualities from the generalized portrait
according to the principle: "In general, they are like that, but my friend (acquaintance)
is completely different!" With this evolution of the criteria used, the complexity of the
generalized ethnic portrait increases, it becomes gradually stratified and, finally, begins
to collapse very slowly. It is important to emphasize the huge inertia of stereotypes. It
is explained by the fact that national communities change much more slowly than
social upheavals occur in them. In addition, the mythologizing of values makes them
more stable and even "untouchable". Therefore, their correction requires the greatest
delicacy and inexhaustible tolerance.

In situations of growing national tension, ethnic stereotypes, along with ethnic
prejudices, strengthen manifestations of prejudice against members of a foreign ethnic
group, increase inter-ethnic alienation, intensify the development of intra-ethnic
separation and inter-ethnic polarization. Under appropriate social and political
conditions, the effective influence of ethnic stereotypes on the consolidation of an
ethnic group and the psychological unity of its members is intensified. Being one of
the effective psychological regulators of interethnic relations, ethnic stereotypes reflect
the content and dynamics of these relations, acting as an effective indicator of their
state, diagnosing the emergence of tension in relationships, or indicating their stability
and success. Social stereotypes are rarely manifested at the behavioral level in the
absence of obvious hostility in relations between groups, but in conditions of tension
or conflict, these stercotypes become defining determinants that are poorly amenable
to modification and management, they intensify and begin to play a dominant role in
the real behavior of individuals up to open hostility.
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The content of ethnic stereotypes is determined by three groups of factors: 1) the
characteristics of the ethnic group, its ethnic psychology, the system of values fixed in
culture and everyday consciousness and formed in the course of socio-historical
development; 2) the socio-political and economic conditions of the development of
ethnic groups and the peculiarities of the relations between them that have developed
at the moment; 3) the duration and depth of historical contacts with other ethnic groups.
Regarding the third group of factors, it should be noted that not all interethnic
communication creates positive interethnic stereotypes.

Conditions for optimal organization of contact between ethnic groups are:

a) recognition of the unconditional equality of the parties;

b) presence of an atmosphere of openness and trust;

¢) acceptance of common, significant goals for both parties;

d) respect for each other's traditional norms, values, rules of conduct, lifestyle.

The fulfillment of the listed conditions requires the presence of non-competitive,
non-discriminatory strategies in the national ideologies of the ethnic groups in contact,
and this is possible only if the ethnic groups have strong, mature elites corresponding
to the ethnic group.

Conclusions.

The role of ethnic stereotypes in interethnic communication is quite controversial.
For each member of the ethnic community, ethnic stereotypes, mediating institutional
norms, act as a regulator of social behavior. Ethnic stereotypes regulate interethnic
communication with the help of traditions, customs, stable universally recognized
values.

Ethnic stereotypes, forming a single symbolic environment, act as a kind of
information filter. In today's multiethnic society, a person is unwittingly involved in a
constant flow of diverse and often internally contradictory information. Ethnic
stereotypes not only order, but also systematize it from the point of view of culturally
accepted ethnic values and ideals

Ethnic stereotypes contribute to the satisfaction of a person's need for a certain
psychological stability and certainty. The actualization of ethnic stereotypes is a
protective reaction of the psychics to the uniformity or instability of the ethno-cultural
and ethno-political environment. A change in social, and in particular political,
determinants destroys the valuable world of a person, while the immutability of ethnic
stereotypes, traditional as opposed to social innovation, counteracts the development
of social frustration and anomie. Ethnic stereotypes are conservative, and in a crisis or
conflict situation, a person tries to hide in them.

But paying attention to the positive and constructive role of ethnostereotypes in
the preservation of traditional traits and peculiarities of national culture, one cannot fail
to note the negative feature of any stereotype, if it is fed by feelings of contempt and
arrogance towards other ethnic groups. Being a kind of ethnic code, the stereotype
sometimes simplifies reality, idealizes it to a certain extent, and even mythologizes it.
Negative, destructive sides of ethnostereotypical reactions manifest themselves more
often in crisis situations and, as a rule, lead to ethnic, national conflicts, which in turn
turn into violence and bloodshed.

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Abstract. The article examines the change in approaches to personnel management of state
authorities of Ukraine under martial law. We are talking about recruitment, dismissal of personnel,
redistribution of authority, as well as procedures related to these processes. Attention was paid to
the issues of cancellation of tenders for filling vacant civil service positions, exemption of officials
from income declaration, etc. Conditions for remote work of civil servants are explained. Attention
is drawn to the restriction of civil rights and increasing the responsibility of officials of state
authorities. The author's position regarding the right of civil servants to protect their interests and
freedoms is outlined. Recommendations are provided to support communication with staff.

The prerequisites for the decentralization of power, the course of events, tasks,
achievements, difficulties and problems on the way to the centralization of power, the reform, which
began in 2014 and was suspended in February 2022 due to the introduction of martial law in the
country after the invasion of Russian troops, were considered. to Ukraine. At the first stage of
decentralization, the task of creating communities as the main link of local self-government was
solved, at the second stage consolidation of districts, formation of a new administrative and territorial
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system of the country, holding elections to new district councils and communities took place. Ensuring
the balance of state and regional interests, establishing cooperation between the central government
and local self-government bodies, and providing the population with high-quality administrative,
household and cultural services became important problems of power decentralization.

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Abstract. The article analyzes the main directions of development of peasant farms of Sloboda
Ukraine in conditions of socio-economic modernization of the second half of the XIX - beginning of
the XX century. The peculiarities and dynamics of the market transformation of peasant farms, the
main directions of intensification of agriculture, livestock and auxiliary handicraft industries are
analyzed. It is concluded that a significant part of the peasant farms of Sloboda Ukraine gradually
turned into multi-sectoral farms of entrepreneurial type, and became an intensive way of
development. The main direction of the industrial activity of the settlement-Ukrainian peasantry was
the expansion of production and the receipt of the greatest possible profits. The further development
of industrial production, rail transport, urban population growth and other objective factors
contributed to a significant expansion of the domestic market and an increase in demand for
agricultural products produced in the peasant farms of Sloboda Ukraine. The optimal formation and
rational use of the material and technical base of agriculture, which was an important factor in the
organization of efficient agricultural production, was analyzed. The material and technical base of
agriculture included a large agricultural component and traction power, which played a special role
in the market transformation of agricultural production. It is alleged that during the second half of
the XIX - early XX centuries. agriculture remained one of the most important sectors of the economy
of Sloboda Ukraine, while in the region all necessary as objective and subjective prerequisites for
the development of modernization processes in peasant farms, including to strengthen their material
and technical base, have developed. The schedule of serfdom and the development of market relations
in the post-reform period were manifested in the modernization of all the components of peasant
farms. Their growing relationship with the market increased the role of money in the lives of peasants
and gave rise to the need for a constant search for additional sources of income. As a result, Sloboda
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Ukraine during this period became one of the main regions of commodity farming in the Russian
Empire with a pronounced specialization in the production of grain and sugar beet. It is stated that
the reproduction of the agrarian history of Sloboda Ukraine allows us to use the rich historical
experience to optimize the development process in modern Ukrainian farms.

Abstract: The article highlights the practical and competence approaches as a methodological
basis for the professional training of future music teachers. The author reveals the practical approach
from the point of view of practice-oriented activity of a music teacher and bases it on the valuable
attitude of a music teacher to music as art and the process of personal creative activity. In its turn,
the competence approach is presented in the perspective of updating the understanding of the role of
the music teacher in the educational process of a modern school and mastering of professionally
important qualities and skills. The author reveals the specifics of the formation of professional
knowledges and skills of students in the context of studying the cycle of conducting and choral
disciplines. The author emphasizes that during the study at the university, the student must master
conducting and choral activities in such forms as: his/her own conducting skills, singing, playing a
musical instrument. The ultimate goal of the learning process is the formation and development of
professional competencies as activity characteristics, that is, the readiness and ability of the future
teacher of music to practically identify the acquired professional knowledge, skills and abilities while
working with the school choir. Such practice-oriented professional training allows a musical student
to solve existing problems, as well as to design their professional pedagogical actions.

The importance of mastering by music students the ability to manage a choir, acquiring
professional competence as a personal and value ability was emphasized. The importance of
developing personal internal motivation and active individual position of higher education students
in this process is emphasized. The contradictions between the need to include pedagogical
technologies aimed at developing their adaptive skills in the content of professional training of future
music teachers, and the lack of pedagogical support for students in the process of their adaptation to
conducting and choral activities as a component of pedagogical activity of a music teacher of general
secondary education institutions. Defined are pedagogical tasks which provide for the practical
orientation of professional training of students of artistic specialties.

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Abstract Introduction The popularization of Ukrainian ethnic traditions in the world today has
significantly increased as resistance to Russia's invasion of Ukraine, resistance to the destruction of
cultural ethnic heritage, which is most closely related to the Ukrainian land and its geographical
conditions. Representatives of 128 nationalities and ethnic groups live in Ukraine: Ukrainians,
Russians, Belarusians, Jews, Crimean Tatars, Moldovans, Poles, Greeks, Hungarians, Romanians,
Czechs, Slovaks, Bulgarians, Gagauz and others, whose history and culture are spiritually and
materially related connected with Ukrainian traditions. The growing tendency to popularize Ukrainian
art, rituals, and design activities causes necessity of the revival of the cultural heritage of our
ancestors, the emphasis on national identity, and the integration of centuries-old traditions into the
modern life of Ukrainians.

An important heritage of the Ukrainian people is the traditional painting of the walls of huts,
stoves and furniture, household items, dishes, etc. The uniqueness of this cultural property is
appreciated all over the world, and the performance technique is passed down from generation to
generation.

The purpose of the work is to analyze the dynamics of the development of Ukrainian painting in
the design of interiors and furniture, to reveal their expressive and aesthetic features and to justify their
use in the interiors of modern premises.

The main part For many centuries, the traditions of decorative painting and their diversity
were formed in Ukrainian lands, depending on the regions. The formation of individual,
characteristic features of painting in certain regions of Ukraine was influenced by the culture of the
respective ethnic group, its beliefs and way of life, traditions and rituals. The painting always played
the role of protecting the house from the evil, protecting children and had a peculiar purpose of
creation: for happiness, well-being, good health, order in marriage, etc. The main symbols, which
have been embodied since the beginning of time, are described in sufficient detail by Anna Shadrina
and listed in the Internet edition. The author summarizes the most famous types of ceramic painting
as: Kosivskyi, Opishnyanskyi, Bubnivskyi, Vasylkivskyi and Petrikivskyi, each of which has its own

artistic expressiveness in terms of vegetation, animals, geometric shapes and ornaments. Paintings
were also used to decorate the living space, both external - exterior, and internal - interior, household
items, textiles, printing.

Separate elements of Trypil culture are characteristic of Ukrainian painting, in particular,
paintings on jugs: smooth arc-shaped ornaments, drawings of animals. One of the most common
symbols of Ukrainian house painting is the tree of life.

The wall painting of the house, especially the interior, was traditional for the residents of
Ukrainian villages. The compositional center of the plot of the painting was usually the stove, as an
important part of every living room in rural areas. The painting of the furnace was characterized by a
variety of colors, forms and plots.

Elements of everyday life and ethnic Ukrainian motifs: walls with a clay texture, massive wooden
supports, a floor made of wooden roofs, the use of natural fabrics in interiors, etc. are quite often
integrated into the space of modern premises today. As an example, the decoration of the walls of an
apartment with clay according to ancient construction technologies in a Kyiv skyscraper overlooking
the Dnipro River is given. Studio "Sergey Makhno Architects”.

The traditions of folk decorative painting live on and are successfully developing even in our
time. A rather interesting proposal of a master's student of the Cherkasy State University of Technology,
Koryakina Aryna, in her master's thesis on the topic: "Ethnic motifs of Hutsul in the interior design of
modern tourist cottages” regarding the decoration of the walls and furniture of the fireplace area.
Aesthetically expressive in the interiors of the rooms are smooth and figured forms of ornaments.: plant,
geometric - in the form of panels. As an example, the projects of the Kyiv studio Brick-Brot studio are
given. When developing the design of the bedroom and living room, ornamental panels were used for
decoration, where the accent role belongs to red, one of the main colors in Ukrainian art.

Expressive and aesthetic features of the traditional Ukrainian painting - Petrykivsky painting
became a highlight on the world-famous French Riviera, where in the city of Nice, the interior design
of the restaurant of Ukrainian cuisine was carried out by the famous Ukrainian artist from
Dnipropetrovsk region, the master of Petrykivsky painting, Victoria Tymoshenko. A decorative
painting, in the form of a tree of life, which is passed down from generation to generation, decorates
one of the walls of the room and continues with a ribbon, with the amazing naive forms of Petrikyvka,
on the ceiling. The fireplace bar, the panels of which are illuminated, is also decorated with paintings
that look like wonderful stained glass windows.

The application of traditional Ukrainian painting and its expressive and aesthetic features is
widely used in practical creative classes of training specialists-designers with higher education at the
Cherkasy State Technological University. As an example, the creative work of master's student Julia
Pomylyaiko, who painted a bedside table made of chipboard with her own hand, is given.

Conclusions

1. The formation of the traditions of decorative painting and their diversity developed in
Ukrainian lands for many centuries depending on the regions, ethnic groups of the regions, traditions,
rituals, beliefs and ways of life.

2. Ukrainian ethnic interior design is becoming more and more popular in Ukraine and abroad.
Important elements of maintaining the Ukrainian spirit in the room are its decoration with ethnic
household items: panels, ceramic dishes, textile products with embroidery, wooden products, especially
handicraft items.

3. Expressive and aesthetic features of traditional Ukrainian painting are used in the decoration
of walls and furniture, which contributes to its successful spread and development.

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Abstract. The article considers the peculiarities of development of musical culture of the late
18TH - 19TH century. It is noted that the French revolution was the beginning of a transformation of
society, had a stronger influence on the formation of a new world Outlook, values and ideals. A kind
of motto «Liberty, equality, fraternity» for years to be a flagship of forcing change beliefs, the system
of relations, the behaviour of the individual in society. Romanticism is represented as the formation
of the spiritual culture of Western Europe, in which the spiritual prevailed over the material that
changed the attitude to the person, who was presented as the Creator, the Creator, constantly seeking
new, unique. For example, works of prominent composers of the romantic period (L.V. Beethoven, R.
Wagner, F. Chopin) highlighted the essential features of romanticism in music, such as the desire
for freedom, the search of a strong personality and immortal beloved.
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Introduction.

The musical culture of Western Europe is diverse, it has always developed in
accordance with the social changes taking place in society. Everything that happened
in the life of individual states, peoples, was directly reflected in the musical culture.
So, the Great French Revolution of the late 18th century served as a kind of basis for
the formation of romanticism, a whole trend in the humanities, arts, including music.
As a result of it, a socio-political transformation of society took place, the destruction
of the Old Order, when France turned from a monarchy into a republic of free people.
Its famous slogan "Freedom, Equality, Fraternity" became the starting point for
revising the worldview, beliefs, values and ideals of entire generations of people. The
ideal, spiritual world was opposed to the material world. A humanistic concept of life
was being formed, a certain consciousness aimed at increasing the significance of the
individual, according to which a person is born on earth not for an idle lifestyle or a
miserable beggarly existence, but for creation something big, something big. Man is a
free being, he is not just a "servant of God", but a "Creator", a kind of “spiritual power”,
his mission is to constantly search for the unique and unrepeatable. Unlimited
subjectivism became the leading principle of romanticism.

Main text

All this led to a conflict between a person and the world, the psychology of a
rebellious, rebellious personality was formed. An example is the character Childe
Harold, created by one of the greatest English Romantic poets, George Gordon Byron.
this romantic hero is endowed with a sense of his own exclusivity, a consciousness of
the highest value of his own "I". His position in life does not allow him to exist calmly,
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go with the flow, makes him come into conflict with the low, soulless surrounding
reality and the beautiful, sublime dream. D. Byron and his heroes sought to recognize
freedom as the basic law of creativity, to erase the line between art and life, to go
beyond the limits of the possible, preaching the cult of the unconscious, the
unconscious, the irrational. The whole gamut of feelings and pleasures went to the
center. Love became the queen of romanticism. A deified attitude became her
characteristic feature. And it doesn't matter whether the love was for God, nature,
people, the beloved woman. There was an opinion that the strong passions of a strong
personality are able to go beyond the limits of the possible, become incredible, mystical
- a kind of cult of "divine genius" was formed. Such an ironic genius looks down on
the world around him, all people, and they seem to him limited, insignificantly small.
According to Hegel, "such is the general meaning of this ingenious divine irony as that
concentration of the "I" inside oneself, when all bonds have broken for it, and it can
only be in a divine state of self-enjoyment" [1]. But such a romantic hero is inevitably
lonely, he is in conflict with the environment, he is not understood, he suffers, turns to
Heaven, seeks consolation. The problem of loneliness of an outstanding personality is
one of the most common in romanticism; it was of interest to writers, poets, artists, and
musicians. this image, revealed in fiction, poetry, gradually found its reflection in the
art of music. Composers, performers-musicians, with the help of various musical
means, sought to express the deep inner world of a person, to reveal his spiritual
foundations. Outstanding representatives of romanticism were representatives of the
European composer school: F. Chopin, F. Liszt, , D. Verdi, F. Schubert, N. Paganini,
R. Mendelssohn, 1. Brahms, G. Berlioz, R. Wagner.

The style of romanticism in music was of great importance. If literature and
painting represented this style until the middle of the 19th century, then in music it
captures the entire 19th century. Romantics put feelings above reason. According to
R. Schumann, a person's mind can be wrong, but feelings - never. And music, like no
other form of art, due to its specificity, most fully reflects the emotional state of the
individual, meeting this requirement. One of the first followers of the ideas of
romanticism was a representative of the Viennese classical school L.V. Beethoven. In
his work, he, more than his other contemporaries, approached romanticism, at the heart
of his worldview is personality-freedom-love. Once, the composer, shocked by the
performance of his student Dorothea Ertman, wrote: "I have never seen such a
combination of strength with penetrating tenderness, even among the greatest
virtuosos. At each fingertip there is a singing soul, and in both ... equally confident
hands there is such strength, such possession of an instrument that sings, and speaks,
and plays, reproducing everything great and beautiful that art possesses "[2]. A singing
soul is what he called on his students to, what he himself aspired to. L. Beethoven
believed that only a great artist is able to "breathe the soul" into the instrument and
force it to such effects that it is not capable of giving under other hands. The personality
of the artist-creator is put for him as the leading one, which was characteristic of this
trend. According to S.A. Markus, “at the center of the aesthetics of musical romantics
was ... the artist’s "I", suffering and flowing in the name of romantic ideals" [3, 47],
that is, the inner, spiritual world of a person, the whole gamut of his feelings and
experiences. The rational was subject to the emotional sensations of the individual,
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embodied in the philosophy of nature and art. Many researchers believed that the
musical work of L. Beethoven is closely connected with philosophy. She saturated the
composer's work, bringing him closer to romanticism. The spirit and Fantasy of the
composer are so strong that even the mind is unable to follow them, and the senses in
the process of perceiving his creations are freed from endless, tireless control and filled
with complete bliss. In his music the realm of the spirit became reality. "divine majesty,
the eternal triumph of the victory of light over darkness appears in Beethoven, but a
person not only does not annihilate before their radiant light, on the contrary, listening
to them, he recognizes himself as a participant in ... the unsetting sun of the spirit, a
citizen of this eternally blessed kingdom" [4] . L. Beethoven was a romantic in his
spiritual essence, strength of inspiration, richness of imagination, and even in his desire
to break the traditions of the classical music school, to get away from universalism,
giving priority to the author of creation. He followed the ideology of F. Schlegel,
according to which art must recognize the "arbitrariness of the poet", artist, composer.
But the concept of L. Beethoven did not coincide with romanticism in everything. His
inspiration was in unity and balance with the mind that governs the development of
musical thought, while the romantics preached the cult of the unconscious, the
unconscious. F. Novalis opposed poetry to science: “The poet truly creates in
unconsciousness... The artist has become an unconscious tool, an unconscious
belonging to a higher power” [4]. The unconscious manifested itself especially vividly
in the art of music. Following the idea of Senancourt, who in his novel "Oberman" said
that music is the source of the strongest impressions, L. Beethoven asserted the priority
of music over painting and other forms of art, since "it expresses feelings that arouse
in a person the enjoyment of nature and embody some of the impressions of rural life"
[5]. He, like Hoffmann, saw in music "the most romantic of all the arts", capable of
expressing in sounds "the hidden premonitions of an admiring soul." Subsequently,
musical romanticism became a much more diverse trend, combining various,
sometimes polar tendencies, views, feelings, the diversity of which was not always
realized and adequately perceived by the followers. This was the creative heritage of
R. Wagner. His search for the spiritual in scientific literature still causes controversy
about whether R. Wagner was a revolutionary or a reactionary, whether he changed his
views, which was truly valuable for him. But musicological studies do not give a
complete picture because, as a rule, they do not take into account his philosophical and
religious outlook. And although R. Wagner was neither a politician, nor a philosopher,
nor a theologian, nor even a music theorist, he relied on his system of spiritual values,
which affected the most important philosophical, political, religious and art problems
and was reflected in his way of life, scattered publications , letters, memoirs, in musical
creations. A huge influence on the worldview of R. Wagner was exerted by the
philosophical concept of L. Feuerbach, the basis of which was the personality of a
sensual and earthly person in all the richness of his spiritual and physical beginning. In
part, this problem was considered by A.F. Losev [6], who, analyzing the aesthetic
worldview of the composer, singled out the leading factors: the aesthetics of R. Wagner
consisted in his musical work, which is still understood with great difficulty; his
creations were never abstract, but imbued with a sense of catastrophe, characteristic of
the mood of the then Europe.
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Speaking of romanticism, we have no right to retire only to the musical sphere.
We will always have to make forays into the field of related arts, because the very
aesthetics of the Romantics requires the convergence of the most diverse branches of
artistic creativity. What is romanticism? One can, of course, understand the romantic
epoch, the romantic style, only through historical means. We need to look at what
prepared the emergence of romantic art and what major historical events turned out to
be decisive for the creation of romantic aesthetics and romantic artistic creativity.

Did the romantics of the 19th century have predecessors in the 18th century? Yes
they were. The first ancestor of romanticism is, of course, Jean-Jacques Rousseau, the
same Rousseau who had a huge impact on European culture as a whole, the same
Rousseau who had, in particular, a huge creative impact on the Great Beethoven, who
became one of the main characters of our scientific research.

Conclusions.

Romantic art rarely gives a sunny, jubilant, laughing landscape, but most often it
is a night landscape: a cemetery, the ruins of a castle, a boundless, dull expanse of the
sea, gray fogs, wild spurs of rocks, that is, sublime and terrible poetry of nature. For
romantics, this landscape always somehow counterpoints with the theme of dying: it is
autumn, the poetry of withering, drying leaves, the poetry of a lonely, long-forgotten,
moss-covered chapel or the ruins of an old castle, which speak only of its former
greatness. In our study, we tried to show what profound shifts romanticism already
causes in the musical art itself: how new musical genres are born, how the previously
existing forms of the classical symphony or sonata are updated, and how the attitude
towards previously established genres and forms of vocal music or the problem of
musical theater changes. .

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Abstract. The study examines game-based learning methods used in the teaching of
professional disciplines at audiovisual faculties. The functional differences and introduction of game
technologies at all levels of education — from practical courses, school education to universities —
were traced. A review of research sources allows us to judge the active scientific interest in game
methods and their implementation in the educational process, in particular in the field of natural and
technical sciences, partly in the humanitarian and behavioral fields of knowledge. Special attention
is paid to the latest digital technologies and their use in modern educational game forms. Attention
is drawn to the relative lack of attention to game methods from the side of audiovisual art education,
which is explained by the integration of the game into the collective creative process. The connection
between traditional game forms and theirlatest innovative models using online tools of distance
education, social media, and virtual educational centers is traced. The educational process of
training film production specialists on the subject of using innovative game formats and their
connection with production practice has been analyzed. The need to introduce a team business game
for modeling the production situation, which reproduces patterns of behavior in professional activity,
is indicated. Through communication with the media, the possibility of using social networks and
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online platforms to create a virtual educational environment, which allows simulating practical
activities and can serve as an analogue of a live simulation game, has been demonstrated. Distance
learning technologies relevant in modern conditions can also serve as a tool for a playful way of
learning theoretical knowledge through online quizzes and interactive webinars. Attention is focused
on the importance and positive impact on the quality of education of the game format, which promotes
the emotional and hedonistic assimilation of knowledge and professional skills, as well as the
formation of ideas about models of professional behavior at work. The complex combination of game
tools in the educational process provides an opportunity to modernize audiovisual education,
improve the quality of training of audiovisual media specialists and bring it into compliance with
modern requirements of film and television production.
